Divine Confidence for the 
Disciple

Confidence is based on one of two things. 

What is the foundation for your confidence?

It is either:
#1. based on an accurate understanding and wise application of scripture, or

#2. is it Self-confidence from an opinion of scripture, and how you feel about your relationship 
with God.

We are stabilized when we ground our confidence, our future hope our 
expectation, on God’s Word and God’s Word alone. 

It's much more specific than the subjective idea that “you just have to trust God”.

But it's trusting the doctrines and the methods that He's 
revealed for plying those doctrines.

Every Christian's goal should be to be conformed  from living the Christian life with a false - 
confidence that isn't based in the context of scripture

So we have this choice, and often we don't know which way to go. 

In proverbs the father is teaching his son how to acquire the wisdom from the knowledge 
that was gained from the information of God’s revealed will to make skillful decisions as 
he goes through life. 

This is so that when we find ourselves in the middle of a crisis, or in the midst of 

pressure and stress, we won't make bad decisions; we have already laid down a 
foundation of sound biblical understanding in our soul. 

It has built a strength a confidence, a framework of stability, so that it sets 
a course for our thinking. 

It doesn't happen immediately but It happens as a result of being completely enmeshed in 

the Word of God, so that God’s revealed will/ the thinking of 
Scripture becomes our thinking. 

That takes time, it takes daily decisions to make God’s 

revealed will a priority, and then over the course of time we see a godly strength and 
confidence developing, because we have been persuaded by actual reality.

This verse is the theme for the book of Proverbs A lot of people say they feel the presence 
of God when they're praying, or when 
they're worshiping God.

And unfortunately that feeling, in their own 
mind confirms their misunderstanding and 
miss use of scripture, so they continue on 
never knowing what measure of darkness 
they're walking in.

And with some believers no matter how 
much Biblical evidence you show them, 
their mind is already made up.

They have a false Confidence, and they 
will not face up to it until the judgment 
seat of Christ

God's will is what He 
expects us, and requires 
us to be transformed to

John 8:31–32 (NKJV)

31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in My word, you are My disciples 
indeed. 
32 And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”

Romans 8:5 (NKJV)
5 For those who live according 

to the flesh set their

This instruction of the father to son in Proverbs was a 

framework for old testament believers, and more specifically fathers were to 
train their children. 

And it should be a model for us today!

So the only way we get to that point in our spiritual 
growth where we move from just the information of 
Scripture—(and it's tragic how many Christians 
don't even have the basics of information)—is to 
make the Word our priority and learn to apply it. 

As we accumulate knowledge in our soul that gives 
us the information and the understanding we need 

to apply, and that is how wisdom is built. 

We can't get to wisdom without spending a lot of 
time in the Word.

God’s revealed will is the source of wisdom

That's why it's so important to read the Bible, and to 
listen to it from our smart phones, and to memorize 
key Bible verses.

In the first chapter of Proverbs, in past studies we looked at the challenge 
of the father to the son, to listen to the father's guidance and to reject the 
influence of his peers. 

We apply this teaching the same way today, not just instructing our 
children, but it applies to you and I as well. 

We have this exact same principle taught in Romans 12:1–2

In many passages where this word is used in 
connection with God's word, it has the idea of 

don't abandon or deny God

This is about obedience. 
The father here in Proverbs 3 is 
anchoring his teachings to 
God’s given word the 
command from the Lord. 

He is challenging the son to 
follow his laws and commands 
because they are the Lord's 
law and commands, not just 
because they are the father's 
opinions or ideas; this 
instruction comes from the 
God of the universe.

In Hebrew poetry there is the rhyming of ideas, not words. 

Sometimes there is a synonymous parallelism where the 
first line is restated with similar words to give a better 
explanation or understanding. 

Sometimes there is an antithetical parallelism or opposite so 
that the second line expands on the first line. 

So we see a parallel between the idea of do not forget and 
keeping. 

So we understand that not forgetting the law doesn't just 
mean, don't have a lapse of memory, but it really means 
to keep or obey, and even guard God’s law.

We are to guard it, keep it, make sure that it 
is enshrined within our souls and within our 
thinking, and that it is the foremost content 
in our thinking. This is the foundation for the 
Christian walk as well. 

Deuteronomy 4:9 (NKJV)

9 Only take heed to yourself, and diligently keep yourself, lest you 

forget the things your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from your heart 
all the days of your life. And teach them to your children and your 
grandchildren,

So within the content of the Mosaic Law there is 
to be this family responsibility of teaching God’s 
revealed will and passing it down from 
generation to generation. 

It is the parents' job and the grandparents' job to 
teach and to train and equip, and guide their 
children and grandchildren in the Word of God, 
which covers all areas of life and godliness. 

It is not something that is to be delegated to the 
public schools or Christian schools. 

It is the responsibility of the parents to see that 
their children are educated by a capable faithful 
mature Christian 

They are to guard the Word of God that's going 
into their child's thought processes

It's gaining an 
understanding 
beforehand of the 
information revealed as 
absolute truth from God so 
that it can be applied wisely 
to life’s difficulties and crisis

We are to receive instruction gain understanding so that we can apply truth wisely to every situation in life

But actual truth is not an opinion, it is divine revelation of reality

Serving God, after justification, is all about  self 
discipline in order to conform from a false sense of 
reality, to actual reality, according to divine 

TRUTH, as it's revealed in scripture

Unregenerate mankind lives in a false reality, all that 
he produces is generated from a mindset of false reality.

All the ways of a saved person are generated from the 
same false reality mindset as the unsaved, until 
doctrine, by doctrine, by doctrine he is incrementally 
conformed by divine truth.

But doctrine does not conform the individual who does 
not discipline himself to understand it, and then give it 
the time to transform his thinking god's word is life-
giving but only by the good and honest heart:

This FALSE REALITY 
includes the thought processes that 
it generates throughout all human 
literature, including all song lyrics, 
textbooks of human education, 
historical perspectives, and how 
man views the future, it affects 
how man views human 
relationships, in the family on the 
job and in government, it 
generates a false sense of reality as 
to the purpose and value of each 
individual, it generates a false view 
of where man came from and 
where he is headed.

99.9% of everything you watch or 
listen to is generated from a false 
view of reality

The word of God is the source of 
actual reality, it gives us the divine 
perspective of where we came 
from, and where we are headed, 
and precisely how we are to 
prepare for where we are headed.

Luke 8:11–15 (NKJV)

11 “Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of God. 
12 Those by the wayside are the ones who hear; then the devil comes and takes away the word 
out of their hearts, lest they should believe and be saved. 
13 But the ones on the rock are those who, when they hear, receive the word with joy; and 
these have no root, who believe for a while and in time of temptation fall away. 
14 Now the ones that fell among thorns are those who, when they have heard, go out and are 
choked with cares, riches, and pleasures of life, and bring no fruit to maturity.
