RESISTING Satan

Shield of FAITH

Man's finite knowledge disqualifies him from accusing God:

God is teaching man that he is finite in time, power and knowledge, 
and that He/God is omnipotent/ having unlimited power, omniscient/ 
that all knowledge resides in Him, and omnipresent, and He is eternal:

The book of Job is 
A Lesson in 

HUMILITY:

Job 1:1–22 (NKJV)

1 There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man was blameless and upright, and one 
who feared God and shunned evil. 
2 And seven sons and three daughters were born to him. 
3 Also, his possessions were seven thousand sheep, three thousand camels, five hundred yoke of oxen, five hundred female 
donkeys, and a very large household, so that this man was the greatest of all the people of the East. 
4 And his sons would go and feast in their houses, each on his appointed day, and would send and invite their three sisters to 
eat and drink with them. 
5 So it was, when the days of feasting had run their course, that Job would send and sanctify them, and he would rise early in 
the morning and offer burnt offerings according to the number of them all. For Job said, “It may be that my sons have sinned 
and cursed God in their hearts.” Thus Job did regularly. 

6 Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and 

Satan also came among them. 

7 And the Lord said to Satan, “From where do you come?” So Satan answered the Lord and said, “From 

going to and fro on the earth, and from walking back and forth on it.” 

8 Then the Lord said to Sata , “Have you considered My servant Job, that there is none like him on the 

earth, a blameless and upright man, one who fears God and shuns evil?” 

9 So Satan answered the Lord and said, “Does Job fear God for nothing? 

10 Have You not made a hedge around him, around his household, 

and around all that he has on every side? You have blessed the work of his hands, and 

his possessions have increased in the land. 

11 But now, stretch out Your hand and touch all that he has, and he will surely curse You to Your face!” 

12 And the Lord said to Satan  , “Behold, all that he has is in your power; 

only do not lay a hand on his person.”

 So Satan went out from the presence of the Lord.

Demonic influence:

13 Now there was a day when his sons and daughters were eating and drinking wine in their oldest 
brother’s house; 
14 and a messenger came to Job and said, “The oxen were plowing and the donkeys feeding beside them, 

15 when the Sabeans raided them and took them away—indeed they have killed the servants with the edge of the sword; 
and I alone have escaped to tell you!” 

16 While he was still speaking, another also came and said, “The fire of God fell from heaven and burned up the 
sheep and the servants, and consumed them; and I alone have escaped to tell you!” 

17 While he was still speaking, another also came and said, “The Chaldeans formed three bands, raided the 
camels and took them away, yes, and killed the servants with the edge of the sword; and I alone have escaped to tell you!” 
18 While he was still speaking, another also came and said, “Your sons and daughters were eating and drinking 
wine in their oldest brother’s house, 
19 and suddenly a great wind came from across the wilderness and struck the four corners of the house, and it fell on the 
young people, and they are dead; and I alone have escaped to tell you!” 

20 Then Job arose, tore his robe, and shaved his head; and he fell to the ground and worshiped. 
21 And he said: “Naked I came from my mother’s womb, And naked shall I return there. The Lord gave, and the Lord has taken 
away; Blessed be the name of the Lord.” 

22 In all this Job did not sin nor charge God with 
wrong.

Job 2:1–13 (NKJV)

1 Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the Lord, and 

Satan came also among them to present himself before the Lord. 

2 And the Lord said to Satan , “From where do you come?” Satan answered the Lord and said, “From 
going to and fro on the 

earth, and from walking back and forth on it.” 

3 Then the Lord said to Satan, “Have you considered My servant Job, that there is none like him on 

the earth, a blameless and upright man, one who fears God and shuns evil? And still he holds fast to 
his integrity, although you incited Me against him, to destroy him without cause.” 

4 So Satan answered the Lord and said, “Skin for skin! Yes, all that a man has he will give for his life. 

5 But stretch out Your hand now, and touch his bone and his flesh, and he will surely curse You to Your face!” 

6 And the Lord said to Satan, “Behold, he is in your hand, but spare his life.” 

7 So Satan went out from the presence of the Lord, and struck Job with painful boils from the sole of his foot to the crown of 
his head. 
8 And he took for himself a potsherd with which to scrape himself while he sat in the midst of the ashes. 

9 Then his wife said to him, “Do you still hold fast to your integrity? 
Curse God and die!” 

10 But he said to her, “You speak as one of the foolish women speaks. 
Shall we indeed accept good from God, and shall we not accept 

adversity?” In all this Job did not sin with his lips. 

11 Now when Job’s three friends heard of all this adversity that had come upon him, each one came from his own place—
Eliphaz the Temanite, Bildad the Shuhite, and Zophar the Naamathite. For they had made an appointment together to come 
and mourn with him, and to comfort him. 
12 And when they raised their eyes from afar, and did not recognize him, they lifted their voices and wept; and each one tore 
his robe and sprinkled dust on his head toward heaven. 
13 So they sat down with him on the ground seven days and seven nights, and no one spoke a word to him, for they saw that 
his grief was very great.

Job begins to grumble in his sufferings:
He lays out the godly standards that he's lived by:

Job 31:1–40 (ESV)
1 “I have made a covenant with my eyes; how then could I gaze at a virgin? 
2 What would be my portion from God above and my heritage from the Almighty on high? 

3 Is not calamity for the unrighteous, and disaster for the workers of iniquity? 
4 Does not He see my ways and number all my steps? 
5 “If I have walked with falsehood and my foot has hastened to deceit; 
6 (Let me be weighed in a just balance, and let God know my integrity!) 

7 if my step has turned aside from the way and my heart has gone after my eyes, and if any spot has stuck to my hands, 
8 then let me sow, and another eat, and let what grows for me be rooted out. 

9 “If my heart has been enticed toward a woman, and I have lain in wait at my neighbor’s door, 
10 then let my wife grind for another, and let others bow down on her. 
11 For that would be a heinous crime; that would be an iniquity to be punished by the judges; 
12 for that would be a fire that consumes as far as Abaddon, and it would burn to the root all my increase. 

13 “If I have rejected the cause of my manservant or my maidservant, when they brought a complaint against me, 
14 what then shall I do when God rises up? When he makes inquiry, what shall I answer him? 
15 Did not he who made me in the womb make him? And did not one fashion us in the womb? 

16 “If I have withheld anything that the poor desired, or have caused the eyes of the widow to fail, 
17 or have eaten my morsel alone, and the fatherless has not eaten of it 
18 (for from my youth the fatherless grew up with me as with a father, and from my mother’s womb I guided the widow), 

19 if I have seen anyone perish for lack of clothing, or the needy without covering, 

20 if his body has not blessed me, and if he was not warmed with the fleece of my sheep, 

21 if I have raised my hand against the fatherless, because I saw my help in the gate, 
22 then let my shoulder blade fall from my shoulder, and let my arm be broken from its socket. 
23 For I was in terror of calamity from God, and I could not have faced his majesty. 
24 “If I have made gold my trust or called fine gold my confidence, 

25 if I have rejoiced because my wealth was abundant or because my hand had found much, 

26 if I have looked at the sun when it shone, or the moon moving in splendor, 
27 and my heart has been secretly enticed, and my mouth has kissed my hand, 
28 this also would be an iniquity to be punished by the judges, for I would have been false to God above. 

29 “If I have rejoiced at the ruin of him who hated me, or exulted when evil overtook him 
30 (I have not let my mouth sin by asking for his life with a curse), 

31 if the men of my tent have not said, ‘Who is there that has not been filled with his meat?’ 
32 (the sojourner has not lodged in the street; I have opened my doors to the traveler), 

33 if I have concealed my transgressions as others do by hiding my iniquity in my heart, 
34 because I stood in great fear of the multitude, and the contempt of families terrified me, so that I kept silence, and did not 
go out of doors— 

35 Oh, that I had one to hear me! (Here is my signature! Let the Almighty answer me!) Oh, that I had the 
indictment written by my adversary! 

36 Surely I would carry it on my shoulder; I would bind it on me as a crown; 
37 I would give him an account of all my steps; like a prince I would approach him. 
38 “If my land has cried out against me and its furrows have wept together, 
39 if I have eaten its yield without payment and made its owners breathe their last, 
40 let thorns grow instead of wheat, and foul weeds instead of barley.” The words of Job are ended.

Can a man in his meager life span qualify to accuse God of evil?

When a man accuses God of evil, he is saying that he is more righteous 
than God, that his moral standard is higher than God, that he has enough 
evidence to qualify his charges against God, and convict God of evil.

Job 38–41 (ESV)

1 Then the Lord answered Job out of the whirlwind and said: 

2 “Who is this that darkens counsel by words without knowledge? 

3 Dress for action like a man; I will question you, and you 
make it known to me. 

4 “Where were you when I laid the foundation of the earth? Tell me, if you have understanding. 
5 Who determined its measurements—surely you know! Or who stretched the line upon it? 
6 On what were its bases sunk, or who laid its cornerstone, 

7 when the morning stars sang together and all the sons of God shouted for joy? 

8 “Or who shut in the sea with doors when it burst out from the womb, 
9 when I made clouds its garment and thick darkness its swaddling band, 
10 and prescribed limits for it and set bars and doors, 
11 and said, ‘Thus far shall you come, and no farther, and here shall your proud waves be stayed’? 

12 “Have you commanded the morning since your days began, and caused the dawn to know its place, 
13 that it might take hold of the skirts of the earth, and the wicked be shaken out of it? 
14 It is changed like clay under the seal, and its features stand out like a garment. 
15 From the wicked their light is withheld, and their uplifted arm is broken. 
16 “Have you entered into the springs of the sea, or walked in the recesses of the deep? 
17 Have the gates of death been revealed to you, or have you seen the gates of deep darkness? 
18 Have you comprehended the expanse of the earth? Declare, if you know all this. 

Job 40:1–10 (NKJV)

1 Moreover the Lord answered Job, and said: 

2 “Shall the one who contends with the Almighty correct Him? He who 
rebukes God, let him answer it.” 
3 Then Job answered the Lord and said: 
4 “Behold, I am vile; What shall I answer You? I lay my hand over my mouth. 
5 Once I have spoken, but I will not answer; Yes, twice, but I will proceed no further.” 

6 Then the Lord answered Job out of the whirlwind, and said: 

7 “Now prepare yourself like a man; I will question you, and you shall answer Me: 

8 “Would you indeed annul My judgment? Would 
you condemn Me that you may be justified? 

9 Have you an arm like God? Or can you thunder with a voice like His? 
10 Then adorn yourself with majesty and splendor, And array yourself with glory and beauty.

Job 42:1–9 (NKJV)

1 Then Job answered the Lord and said: 
2 “I know that You can do everything, And that no purpose of Yours can be withheld from You. 

3 You asked, ‘Who is this who hides counsel without knowledge?’ Therefore I have uttered what I did not 

understand, Things too wonderful for me, which I did not know. 

4 Listen, please, and let me speak; You said, ‘I will question you, and you shall answer Me.’ 

5 “I have heard of You by the hearing of the ear, But now my eye sees You. 
6 Therefore I abhor myself, And repent in dust and ashes.” 

7 And so it was, after the Lord had spoken these words to Job, that the Lord said to Eliphaz the Temanite, “My wrath 

is aroused against you and your two friends, for you have not spoken of Me what is right, as My servant Job has. 

8 Now therefore, take for yourselves seven bulls and seven rams, go to My servant Job, and offer up for yourselves 

a burnt offering; and My servant Job shall pray for you. For I will accept him, lest I deal with you 

according to your folly; because you have not spoken of Me what is right, as My servant Job has.” 
9 So Eliphaz the Temanite and Bildad the Shuhite and Zophar the Naamathite went and did as the Lord commanded them; 

for the Lord had accepted Job.

God is the One ultimately in charge:

God turns Satan's evil intentions, to our benefit:

Although Job is not doing this, the purpose 
we see in the context is to disqualify man 
from ever accusing God

God humbles Job detailing his gross 
limitation’s, compared to God with 
around 55 questions covering 
chapters 38 through 41, 

This is about the very character and 
nature of Satan:

John 10:10 (NKJV)
10 The thief does not come except to steal, and to 
kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have 
life, and that they may have it more abundantly.

Undeserved Suffering
Is sometimes the result oh just being in a fallen world

God is not saying that Job is perfect. He is saying, 
“Job is a mature believer who walks with Him

God is the One ultimately in charge, 

God is not the morally responsible one for what happened to Job—God is 
using Satan's evil character, not only against Satan, but also through 
Satan's attack on Job, both Job and the millions of O.T. believers and 
Church Age believers are enlightened and humbled by Job’s 

finite reasonings, as they are juxtaposed to the answer of 
the infinite Almighty all knowing God, as He begins to 
question Job. 

So nothing happens in God’s universe that God doesn’t allow through His 
permissive will. 

Because God has a perfect plan from eternity past (and the account of Job is a 

part of that plan), not only for man’s redemption, but also eternal blessings.

Church age believers can look back through inscripturated biblical history 
and understand God's perfect plan in testing Job, He’s working things out 
according to His plan and His purpose through the example of Job’s 
undeserved suffering, both through Job’s example, and then Job’s 
grumbling and God's questions in answer to his grumbling.

It's about how we choose to maintain our faith in the 
midst of undeserved suffering, because we're looking 
toward the reward at the judgment seat of Christ.

It's not uncommon to hear over the pulpit and also commentaries 

expressing their sympathy for Job’s wife, and everything she went 
through due to Job’s undeserved sufferings.

But once again we must pay attention to context, and context clearly 
shows that Satan was allowed to kill steal and destroy everything in jobs 
life.

But Satan clearly chose not to take the life of Job’s wife, and context 

is very clear why Satan chose not to, and that is because Satan new that 

Job’s wife would assist him in his effort to persuade Job to

 “curse God His face”.

Job’s wife's response to undeserved 
suffering was to curse God, that's 
how she responded.

What we're supposed to get from 
what God is trying to teach us in the 
book of Job is faithfulness through 
undeserved suffering, while not 
necessarily understanding the Whys 
and Wherefors behind that 
undeserved suffering

God is demonstrating Job’s integrity/ or Job’s faith 
in Bible doctrine for the benefit of all following 

generations of believers. 

And according to God's perfect plan from eternity past, the perfect way to 
do this is for Job to go through some serious adversity.

The revealed doctrine that was available to Job at 
his time, he was obedient to

all that he has is in your power

Job 13:15 (NKJV)
15 Though He slay me, yet will I trust Him. Even so, I will defend my 
own ways before Him.

Job is saying I want God to answer 
my question “I want to know what the 
prosecutor has brought against me, 
that I have been judged with such 
calamity

35 Oh, that I had one to hear me! (Here is my signature! Let the 
Almighty answer me!) Oh, that I had the indictment written by 
my adversary! 

God is not the morally responsible one for what happened to Job—God is

So when unfaithful Christians, (and I'm not referring to anyone here this 

evening in our study group), when they come to you with 

accusations against God, they're already unfaithful, they 
do not love God, and so they will be subject to 

demonic influence as was Job’s wife.

And Satan’s whole purpose is to kill steal and destroy, he was 
created a finite angel, and he chose evil, and became known as 
“a liar from the beginning”

The Conclusion is clear, God is perfect 
righteousness, and His ways are perfection 
and just and pure.

When He created angels, lucifer, son of the morning, was one of them, and over 
a great deal of time in eternity past, he one day chose to Think of himself more 
highly than he should have, he became arrogant and exalted himself above God. 

But Satan made that choice.
He chose to rebel against God, and exalt him self above God

3 Is not calamity for the unrighteous, and disaster for the workers of iniquity? 
4 Does not He see my ways and number all my steps? 
5 “If I have walked with falsehood and my foot has hastened to deceit; 
6 (Let me be weighed in a just balance, and let God know my integrity!) 

Job in his misery begins to hear his comforters accusations 
of evident guilt , because from their perspective this is 
God's judgment on Job, which would not happen to 
someone who was innocent

We don't have all of the ins and outs of God's plan, we don't 
have all the answers, nor do we need all the answers. 

But according to scripture:
2 Peter 1:3 (NKJV)

3 as His divine power has given to us all 
things that pertain to life and godliness, 
through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and 
virtue,

God teaches us humility: 
by revealing to us how 
limited our understanding 
is  through His questions 
to Job

When Roman soldiers were lined up together they could get down behind 
their shields when the enemy had fired a barrage of arrows at them and be 
protected. 

The shield of faith is a large shield that protects the believer. It’s 

called the shield of faith, and that is doctrine, 

not just the use of faith or believing, BUT WHAT IS 
BELIEVED. It is a shield that is composed of doctrine. 

It is on the application of doctrine that we can extinguish all. No matter 
what we go through in life, everything is dealt with by doctrine. 

There is no problem or difficulty that cannot be handled by the application 
of doctrine.

Ephesians 6:16 (NKJV)
16 above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the 
fiery darts of the wicked one.
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
