The nations have partaken of the filth of Babylon The Great:

Revelation 18:1–24 (NKJV)
1 After these things I saw another angel coming down from heaven, having great authority, and the earth was illuminated with 
his glory. 

2 And he cried mightily with a loud voice, saying, “Babylon the great is fallen, is fallen, and has become a dwelling place 
of demons, a prison for every foul spirit, and a cage for every unclean and hated bird! 

3 For all the nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication, the kings of the earth have committed 

fornication with her, and the merchants of the earth have become rich through the abundance of her luxury.” 

4 And I heard another voice from heaven saying, “Come out of her, my people, lest you share in her sins, and 
lest you receive of her plagues. 

5 For her sins have reached to heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities. 
6 Render to her just as she rendered to you, and repay her double according to her works; in the cup which she has mixed, 
mix double for her. 

7 In the measure that she glorified herself and lived luxuriously, in the 
same measure give her torment and sorrow; for she says in her heart, ‘I 
sit as queen, and am no widow, and will not see sorrow.’ 
8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day—death and mourning and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire, for 

strong is the Lord God who judges her. 

9 “The kings of the earth who committed fornication and lived luxuriously with her will weep and lament for her, when 
they see the smoke of her burning, 

10 standing at a distance for fear of her torment, saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city Babylon, that mighty city! For in one 
hour your judgment has come.’ 

11 “And the merchants of the earth will weep and mourn over her, for no one buys their merchandise anymore: 
12 merchandise of gold and silver, precious stones and pearls, fine linen and purple, silk and scarlet, every kind of citron 
wood, every kind of object of ivory, every kind of object of most precious wood, bronze, iron, and marble; 
13 and cinnamon and incense, fragrant oil and frankincense, wine and oil, fine flour and wheat, cattle and sheep, horses and 
chariots, and bodies and souls of men. 
14 The fruit that your soul longed for has gone from you, and all the things which are rich and splendid have gone from you, 
and you shall find them no more at all. 
15 The merchants of these things, who became rich by her, will stand at a distance for fear of her torment, weeping and 
wailing, 
16 and saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city that was clothed in fine linen, purple, and scarlet, and adorned with gold and 
precious stones and pearls! 
17 For in one hour such great riches came to nothing.’ Every shipmaster, all who travel by ship, sailors, and as many as trade 
on the sea, stood at a distance 
18 and cried out when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, ‘What is like this great city?’ 
19 “They threw dust on their heads and cried out, weeping and wailing, and saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great city, in which all 
who had ships on the sea became rich by her wealth! For in one hour she is made desolate.’ 

20 “Rejoice over her, O heaven, and you holy apostles and prophets, for God has avenged you on her!” 
21 Then a mighty angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it into the sea, saying, “Thus with violence the great 

city Babylon shall be thrown down, and shall not be found anymore. 
22 The sound of harpists, musicians, flutists, and trumpeters shall not be heard in you anymore. No craftsman of any craft 
shall be found in you anymore, and the sound of a millstone shall not be heard in you anymore. 

23 The light of a lamp shall not shine in you anymore, and the voice of bridegroom and bride shall not be heard in you 

anymore. For your merchants were the great men of the earth, for by your sorcery all the nations were deceived. 
24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and saints, and of all who were slain on the earth.”

Demonic influence on the nations:

The terms harlot and infidelity or fornication depict human religious 
infidelity to God, it's human viewpoint thinking, it is the cosmic thinking 
that governs this world, it's all of the thought systems of this world that 
come together thatgive men the rationale for a living apart from God, it's 
men's rationale for rebelling against God and living life on his own 
terms:

Revelation 17:1–18 (NKJV)

1 Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and talked with me, saying to me, “Come, I will show you 

the judgment of the great harlot who sits on many waters, 

2 with whom the kings of the earth committed fornication, and the inhabitants of the earth were made drunk with the 

wine of her fornication.” 

3 So he carried me away in the Spirit into the wilderness. And I saw a woman sitting 
on a scarlet BEAST which was full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 

4 The woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious stones and pearls, having in her hand 

a golden cup full of abominations and the filthiness of her fornication. 

5 And on her forehead a name was written: MYSTERY, BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF 

HARLOTS AND OF THE ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH 

6 I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. And 
when I saw her, I marveled with great amazement. 

7 But the angels said to me, “Why did you marvel? I will tell you the mystery of the woman 
and of the BEASTS that carries her, which has the seven heads and the ten horns. 

8 The BEASTS that you saw was, and is not, and will ascend out of the bottomless pit and go to perdition. And those 
who dwell on the earth will marvel, whose names are not written in the Book of Life from the foundation of the world, when 

they see the BEASTS that was, and is not, and yet is. 

9 “Here is the mind which has wisdom: The seven heads are seven mountains on which the woman sits. 
10 Therethey are also seven kings. Five have fallen, one is, and the other has not yet come. And when he comes, he must 

continue a short time. 

11 The BEASTS that was, and is not, is himself also the eighth, and is of the seven, and is going to perdition. 
12 “The ten horns which you saw are ten kings who have received no kingdom as yet, but they receive authority for one hour 

as kings with the BEASTS. 

13 These are of one mind, and they will give their power and authority to the BEASTS. 
14 These will make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb will overcome them, for He is Lord of lords and King of kings; and 
those who are with Him are called, chosen, and faithful.” 

15 Then he said to me, “The waters which you saw, where the harlot sits, are peoples, multitudes, 

nations, and tongues. 

16 And the ten horns which you saw on the beast, these will hate the harlot, make her desolate and naked, eat her 
flesh and burn her with fire. 

17 For God has put it into their hearts to fulfill His purpose, to be of one mind, and to give their kingdom to the beast, until 

the words of God are fulfilled. 

18 And the woman whom you saw is that great city which reigns over the kings of the earth.”

Consistent literal interpretation from Genesis to Revelation:

Babylon, how is it used in the rest of scripture?

Genesis 10:1–12 (NKJV)

1 Now this is the genealogy of the sons of Noah: Shem, Ham, and Japheth. And sons were born to them after the flood. 
2 The sons of Japheth were Gomer, Magog, Madai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech, and Tiras. 
3 The sons of Gomer were Ashkenaz, Riphath, and Togarmah. 
4 The sons of Javan were Elishah, Tarshish, Kittim, and Dodanim. 
5 From these the coastland peoples of the Gentiles were separated into their lands, everyone according to his language, 
according to their families, into their nations. 
6 The sons of Ham were Cush, Mizraim, Put, and Canaan. 
7 The sons of Cush were Seba, Havilah, Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabtechah; and the sons of Raamah were Sheba and Dedan. 

8 Cush begot Nimrod; he began to be a mighty one on the earth.

 

9 He was a mighty hunter before the Lord; therefore it is said, “Like Nimrod the mighty 

hunter before the Lord.” 

10 And the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, 

Erech, Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar. 

11 From that land?
 he went to Assyria and built Nineveh, Rehoboth Ir, Calah, 

12 and Resen between Nineveh and Calah (that is the principal city).

Jeremiah 51:59–64 (NKJV)

59 The word which Jeremiah the prophet commanded Seraiah the son of Neriah, the son of Mahseiah, when he went 

with Zedekiah the king of Judah to Babylon in the fourth year of his reign. And Seraiah was the quartermaster. 

60 So Jeremiah wrote in a book all the evil that would come upon Babylon, all these words that are written against 

Babylon. 

61 And Jeremiah said to Seraiah, “When you arrive in Babylon and see it, and read all these words, 

62 then you shall say, ‘O Lord, You have spoken against this place to cut it off, so that none shall 
remain in it, neither man nor beast, but it shall be desolate forever.’ 
63 Now it shall be, when you have finished reading this book, that you shall tie a stone to it and throw it out into the 

Euphrates. 

64 Then you shall say, ‘Thus Babylon shall sink and not rise from the catastrophe that I will bring upon her. And they shall 
be weary.’ ” Thus far are the words of Jeremiah.

Revelation 16:12 (NKJV)

12 Then the sixth angel poured out his bowl on the great river Euphrates, and its 
water was dried up, so that the way of the kings from the east might be prepared.

Revelation 9:13–16 (NKJV)

13 Then the sixth angel sounded: And I heard a voice from the four horns of the golden altar which is before God, 

14 saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, “Release the four angels who are bound at the great 
river Euphrates.” 
15 So the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year, were released to kill a third of 
mankind. 
16 Now the number of the army of the horsemen was two hundred million; I heard the number of them.
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porne

porneuō

This is where God is going to bring His judgment in time on 

BABYLON itself and on the entire religious-economic-

political system of the human race that sets itself against God.

It's God's judgment against the entire human race under the influence 
of the great harlot, to be unfaithful to God

"harlot" is the feminine noun porne. In vv.2 we see that she is described 
as one with whom the kings of the earth committed "fornication," the 
verb porneuō. 

 

The core meaning of the word doesn't have to do with physical 
immorality and neither does it necessarily have to do with spiritual 
immorality. The core meaning of the word is just to be unfaithful, to 
betray a trust, and once again, in context this is the nations of the 
world under the influence of the great harlot, who have betrayed 
God’s trust. 

It was 4 beasts that Daniel saw coming out of the waters, 

the four beasts which depicted the successive 
kingdoms that would dominate in the kingdom of man; 
that Satan would influence history through those Gentile nations. 

This is critical for developing a biblical view of history and 

nations. 

Carnally minded man's tendency is to glorify nations, but ultimately all 
nations in human history have played into these empires, and these 
empires have controlled and dominated history since the early 
civilizations of man. We tend to glorify the positive things of those empires 

and yet when God gives His evaluation and depicts them He 
depicts them as ravenous beasts. They 

are the best that man can do but God says it is bestial, the best that human 
viewpoint could do and it is destructive and arrogant. 

We have to use what God has revealed as our framework when we 
interpret human history. 

This is a command to 
tribulation believers

Isaiah 13:19–20 (NKJV)
19 And Babylon, the glory 
of kingdoms, The beauty of 
the Chaldeans’ pride, Will 
be as when God overthrew 
Sodom and Gomorrah. 
20 It will never be 
inhabited, Nor will it be 
settled from generation to 
generation; Nor will the 
Arabian pitch tents there, 
Nor will the shepherds 
make their sheepfolds 
there.

Jeremiah 51:

Nimrod was establishing his kingdom in rebellion against God. 
Throughout the Scriptures we can see that there is conflict between the 
kingdom of Babel/ Babylon and the people of God.

Babylon always represents human viewpoint thinking and man's rebellion 
against God

Nimrod was

The scripture always presents Babylon as having a literal location on the 
great river Euphrates. 

With the sixth trumpet judgment there is the release of this 200-million 

demon army from underneath the Euphrates, and that’s where 
Babylon is located. 

The Euphrates River dries up so that the kings of the east are able to 
come across in their invasion of Israel. 

There's nothing in scripture to support an allegorical or mystical spiritual 
interpretation. 

The historic site of Babylon on the Euphrates River 
in Iraq must be the location of this Babylon.

This BEAST represents a kingdom, not a king 
and it is under the influence of the great harlot

The idea of these words in context is unfaithfulness to God.

Daniel 7:1–8 (NKJV)

1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of BABYLON, Daniel had a dream and visions of his head 
while on his bed. Then he wrote down the dream, telling the main facts. 

2 Daniel spoke, saying, “I saw in my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of 
heaven were stirring up the Great Sea. 

3 And four great BEASTS came up from the sea, each different 
from the other. 

4 The first was like a lion, and had eagle’s wings. I watched till its wings were plucked off; and it was 
lifted up from the earth and made to stand on two feet like a man, and a man’s heart was given to it. 

5 “And suddenly another BEAST, a second, like a bear. It was raised up on one side, and 
had three ribs in its mouth between its teeth. And they said thus to it: ‘Arise, devour much flesh!’ 

6 “After this I looked, and there was another, like a leopard, which had on its back four 
wings of a bird. The beast also had four heads, and dominion was given to it. 

7 “After this I saw in the night visions, and behold, a fourth BEAST, 

dreadful and terrible, exceedingly strong. It had huge iron teeth; it was devouring, breaking in pieces, 
and trampling the residue with its feet. It was different from all the beasts that were before it, and it had 
ten horns. 
8 I was considering the horns, and there was another horn, a little one, coming up among them, before 
whom three of the first horns were plucked out by the roots. And there, in this horn, were eyes like the 
eyes of a man, and a mouth speaking pompous words.

This term in Scripture is almost always associated with idolatry, or the unclean things of her immorality" reinforces the 
infidelity of her religious loyalty.

18 And the woman whom you

indicates how this kingdom in the tribulation period is 
going to make an enemy out of, and murder anyone who is 
a believer in the Jesus Christ

something previously unknown or unrevealed. 
This sign on her forehead says something about her intrinsic 
character. 

The unrevealed matter is that her intrinsic character and 
identity is not going to be known except by divine 
revelation. 

The world is going to fall in love with her and think that this 
is the most wonderful kingdom and political system that has 
ever existed. But that is not the case.
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
