Satan's furious response to the incarnation and ministry of Christ Jesus:

Luke 10:1–3 (NKJV)

1 After these things the Lord appointed seventy others also, and sent them 
two by two before His face into every city and place where He Himself 
was about to go. 
2 Then He said to them, “The harvest truly is great, but the laborers are few; therefore pray the Lord of the harvest to send out 
laborers into His harvest. 
3 Go your way; behold, I send you out as lambs among wolves.

Luke 10:17–20 (NKJV)
17 Then the seventy returned with joy, saying, “Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your name.” 

18 And He said to them, “I saw Satan fall like lightning from 
heaven. 

19 Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the 
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 

20 Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice 
because your names are written in heaven.”

So this is the context behind Jesus statement; vv.18…… “I saw 
Satan fall like lightning from heaven. 

Matthew 8:28–32 (NKJV)

28 When He had come to the other side, to the country of the Gergesenes, there met Him two demon-
possessed men, coming out of the tombs, exceedingly fierce, so that no one could pass that way. 

29 And suddenly they cried out, saying, “What have we to do with You, Jesus, You Son of God? Have You 

come here to torment us before the 
time?” 

30 Now a good way off from them there was a herd of many swine feeding. 
31 So the demons begged Him, saying, “If You cast us out, permit us to go away into the herd of swine.” 
32 And He said to them, “Go.” So when they had come out, they went into the herd of swine. And suddenly the whole herd of 
swine ran violently down the steep place into the sea, and perished in the water.

The       fall      of Satan into sin:

The fiery judgment and total desolation of Babylon:

What is Babylon's destruction and 538 BC , or is it yet in the future?

Jeremiah 51:59–64 (NKJV)

59 The word which Jeremiah the prophet commanded Seraiah the son of Neriah, the son of Mahseiah, when he went 

with Zedekiah the king of Judah to Babylon in the fourth year of his reign. And Seraiah was the quartermaster. 

60 So Jeremiah wrote in a book all the evil that would come upon Babylon, all these words that are written against 

Babylon. 

61 And Jeremiah said to Seraiah, “When you arrive in Babylon and see it, and read all these words, 

62 then you shall say, ‘O Lord, You have spoken against this place to cut it off, so that none shall 
remain in it, neither man nor beast, but it shall be desolate forever.’ 
63 Now it shall be, when you have finished reading this book, that you shall tie a stone to it and throw it out into the 

Euphrates. 

64 Then you shall say, ‘Thus Babylon shall sink and not rise from the catastrophe that I will bring upon her. And they shall 
be weary.’ ” Thus far are the words of Jeremiah.

Jeremiah 51:8 (NKJV)

8 Babylon has suddenly fallen and been destroyed. Wail for her! Take balm for her pain; Perhaps she 
may be healed.

Revelation 18:8 (NKJV)
8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day—death and mourning and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire, 
for strong is the Lord God who judges her.

An army comes out of the north to destroy Babylon:

Jeremiah 50:2–5 (NKJV)

2 “Declare among the nations, Proclaim, and set up a standard; Proclaim—do not conceal it— Say, ‘Babylon is taken, Bel is 
shamed. Merodach is broken in pieces; Her idols are humiliated, Her images are broken in pieces.’ 

3 For out of the north a nation comes up against her, Which shall make her land 
desolate, And no one shall dwell therein. They shall move, they shall depart, Both man and beast. 
4 “In those days and in that time,” says the Lord, “The children of Israel shall come, They and the children of Judah together; 
With continual weeping they shall come, And seek the Lord their God. 
5 They shall ask the way to Zion, With their faces toward it, saying, ‘Come and let us join ourselves to the Lord In a perpetual 
covenant That will not be forgotten.’

Jeremiah 50:9 (NKJV)

9 For behold, I will raise and cause to come up against Babylon An assembly of great nations from the north 
country, And they shall array themselves against her; From there she shall be captured. Their arrows shall be like those of an 
expert warrior; None shall return in vain.

Jeremiah 51:27–30 (NKJV)

27 Set up a banner in the land, Blow the trumpet among the nations! Prepare the nations 
against her, Call the kingdoms together against her: Ararat, Minni, and Ashkenaz. Appoint a general against her; Cause 
the horses to come up like the bristling locusts. 
28 Prepare against her the nations, With the kings of the Medes, Its governors and all its rulers, All the land of his dominion. 

29 And the land will tremble and sorrow; For every purpose of the Lord shall be performed against Babylon, To make the 

land of Babylon a desolation without inhabitant. 

30 The mighty men of Babylon have ceased fighting, They have remained in their strongholds; Their might has failed, They 

became like women; They have burned her dwelling places, The bars of her gate are broken.

Revelation 17:6 (NKJV)

6 I saw the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus. And when I saw 

her, I marveled with great amazement.

Revelation 18:8 (NKJV)
8 Therefore her plagues will come in one day—death and mourning and famine. And she will be utterly burned with fire, 
for strong is the Lord God who judges her.

Babylon has always had people, tribal groups, villages continue to exist 
on the site of ancient Babylon; it's never been totally destroyed:

Isaiah 14:23 (NKJV)

23 “I will also make it a possession for the porcupine, And marshes of muddy water; I will sweep it with the broom 
of destruction,” says the Lord of hosts.

Jeremiah 51:29 (NKJV)

29 And the land will tremble and sorrow; For every purpose of the Lord shall be performed against Babylon, To make the 

land of Babylon a desolation without inhabitant.

Jeremiah 51:43 (NKJV)

43 Her cities are a desolation, A dry land and a wilderness, A land where no one dwells, 
Through which no son of man passes.

Jeremiah 51:62 (NKJV)
62 then you shall say, ‘O Lord, You have spoken against this place to cut it off, so that none shall remain in it, neither man nor 
beast, but it shall be desolate forever.’

With Babylon's final judgment, Israel's rebellion will cease:

Isaiah 14:1–14 (NKJV)

1 For the Lord will have mercy on Jacob, and will still choose Israel, and 
settle them in their own land. The strangers will be joined with them, and they will cling to the house 
of Jacob. 
2 Then people will take them and bring them to their place, and the house of Israel will possess them for servants and maids 

in the land of the Lord; they will take them captive whose captives they were, and rule over their 

oppressors. 
3 It shall come to pass in the day the Lord gives you rest from your sorrow, and from your fear and the hard bondage in which 
you were made to serve, 

4 that you will take up this proverb against the king of Babylon, and say: “How the oppressor has 

ceased, The golden city ceased!

5 The Lord has broken the staff of the wicked, The scepter of the rulers; 

6 He who struck the people in wrath with a continual stroke, He who ruled the nations in anger, Is persecuted and no one 
hinders. 

7 The whole earth is at rest and quiet; They break 
forth into singing. 
8 Indeed the cypress trees rejoice over you, And the cedars of Lebanon, Saying, ‘Since you were cut down, No woodsman has 
come up against us.’ 

9 “Hell from beneath is excited about you, To meet you at your coming; It stirs up the dead for you, All the chief ones of the 
earth; It has raised up from their thrones All the kings of the nations. 
10 They all shall speak and say to you: ‘Have you also become as weak as we? Have you become like us? 
11 Your pomp is brought down to Sheol, And the sound of your stringed instruments; The maggot is spread under you, And 
worms cover you.’ 

12 “How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer day star, son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, You 
who weakened the nations! 

13 For you have said in your heart: ‘I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God; I will 
also sit on the mount of the congregation On the farthest sides of the north; 

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, I will be like the Most High.’
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The tendency is to use this as a proof text, and say that’s talking about the fall of 
Satan, but no it's not. 

CONTEXT once again reveals the intended meaning. 

Jesus, the Second Person of the Godhead has entered into human history as a human 
baby. He is the God-Man, He has grown and now He is presenting Himself as 
the Davidic King, the Messiah, to the Jewish people. 

If they respond, then the Kingdom will come.

We can see by the context of scripture that Satan has no more of an idea concerning the 

details of God’s plan for His intelligent beings before they are revealed than 
anyone else does. 

So he is caught by surprise. Suddenly Jesus is sending out His disciples. 

In this context he has sent out the 70, and they’re taking THE 
GOSPEL to the House of Israel and the House of 

Judah. 

And specifically this was the gospel of the 
Kingdom, “Repent for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 

That is what’s going on here.

 All of a sudden Satan's brain cells start to sizzle as his attention is 
ignited by this new and unforeseen divine activity, 

So it’s interesting, that during this period of time of Jesus’ incarnation, that we 

can also see something different in demonic 
activity.

There’s not a single person found in the O.T. that was demon possessed. 

You see deep demonic activity and demonic influence, but there’s not a single person 
that’s demon possessed. 

Then all of a sudden during the life of Christ, we see all this demonic activity going on. 

Why is that? 

Because the King has come, and He’s offering the Kingdom, and Satan sees a new 
threat in the birth and ministry of the Godman Christ Jesus somehow he 
hast to out smart the plan of God.

Matthew 25:40–41 (NKJV)
40 And the King will answer and say to them, ‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did it to 
one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.’ 

41 “Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed, into 
the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels:

The Sheep And Goat Judgment

Satan is likely as ignorant of the revealed word of God, just as those of 
mankind who are antagonistic towards God.

Nevertheless he does know that he will be condemned to the lake of fire 
eventually.

So when Satan is thrown into the Abyss, and it's probably not just Satan 
but also demons who will be confined to the Abyss during the Millennial 
Kingdom; but if they're not aware of the timing; I'm sure they begin to 
sweat profusely especially during the last half of the great tribulation.

vv.18 is talking about getting Satan’s attention on the fact that Jesus 
is now offering the Kingdom to Israel.

Satan seeing this activity, he responds with great haste t to disrupt it

fall
Both in Isaiah 14 and Ezekiel 28, Satan does not fall from anywhere; he 
falls into sin. That’s what we mean when we talk about the fall of Adam. He 

didn’t trip and fall down. He didn’t trip and fall out of the Garden of Eden. He 
sinned. 

So it is a spiritual fall. 
He went from spiritual life to spiritual death.

That didn’t happen in the ancient world. 
Babylon was suddenly taken, but it wasn’t destroyed.

Babylon is not a code word for the Revived Roman Empire!

Babylon was not burned to the ground by Cyrus. This is what will happen at 
the end of the Tribulation period.

Revelation 1:4–8 (NKJV)

4 John, to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace to you and peace from 
Him who is and who was and who is 
to come, and from the seven Spirits who are before His 
throne, 

5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the 
dead, and the ruler over the kings of the earth. To Him who loved us and washed us 
from our sins in His own blood, 
6 and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father, to Him be glory and 
dominion forever and ever. Amen. 
7 Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him, even they who 
pierced Him.

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So they are taunting the antichrist, which is figurative, emphasizing 
the quiet and the peace due to his Final judgment

This never happened in Babylon's ancient history
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Over and over we are told that Babylon's final judgment 
will be complete desolation, and that it will never again be 
inhabited

But that hasn't happened yet, so this is clearly referring to a 
future Babylonian final judgment
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
