1st example of a Time gap:

Isaiah 61:1–11 (NKJV)

1 “The Spirit of the Lord God is upon Me, Because the Lord has anointed Me 
 1. To preach good tidings to the poor; 

1. He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, 
3. To proclaim liberty to the captives, 
4. And the opening of the prison to those who are bound; 

2 Part a. 5. To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord, 

 Part b. 2. And the day of vengeance of our God; 
To comfort all who mourn, 

3 To console those who mourn in Zion, 
To give them beauty for ashes, The oil of joy for mourning, The garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; 
That they may be called trees of righteousness, The planting of the Lord, 

that He may be glorified.” 

4 And they shall rebuild the old ruins, They shall raise up the former desolations, And they shall repair the ruined cities, The 
desolations of many generations. 
5 Strangers shall stand and feed your flocks, And the sons of the foreigner Shall be your plowmen and your vinedressers. 
6 But you shall be named the priests of the Lord, They shall call you the servants of our God. You shall eat the riches of the 
Gentiles, And in their glory you shall boast. 
7 Instead of your shame you shall have double honor, And instead of confusion they shall rejoice in their portion. Therefore 
in their land they shall possess double; Everlasting joy shall be theirs. 
8 “For I, the Lord, love justice; I hate robbery for burnt offering; I will direct their work in TRUTH, And will make with them 
an everlasting covenant. 
9 Their descendants shall be known among the Gentiles, And their offspring among the people. All who see them shall 
acknowledge them, That they are the posterity whom the Lord has blessed.” 
10 I will greatly rejoice in the Lord, My soul shall be joyful in my God; For He has clothed me with the garments of salvation, 
He has covered me with the robe of righteousness, As a bridegroom decks himself with ornaments, And as a bride adorns 
herself with her jewels. 
11 For as the earth brings forth its bud, As the garden causes the things that are sown in it to spring forth, So the Lord God 
will cause righteousness and praise to spring forth before all the nations.

Hosea 3:4–5 (NKJV)
4 For the children of Israel shall abide many days without king or prince, without sacrifice or sacred pillar, without ephod 
or teraphim. 

5 Afterward the children of Israel shall return and seek the Lord their God and David their king. They shall fear 
the Lord and His goodness in the latter days.

4th example of a Time gap in prophetic history:

The king of the south battles the king of the north:
Daniel 11:29–37 (NKJV)
29 “At the appointed time he shall return and go toward the south; but it shall not be like the former or the latter. 
30 For ships from Cyprus shall come against him; therefore he shall be grieved, and return in rage against the holy covenant, 
and do damage. “So he shall return and show regard for those who forsake the holy covenant. 
31 And forces shall be mustered by him, and they shall defile the sanctuary fortress; then they shall take away the daily 
sacrifices, and place there the abomination of desolation. 
32 Those who do wickedly against the covenant he shall corrupt with flattery; but the people who know their God shall be 
strong, and carry out great exploits. 
33 And those of the people who understand shall instruct many; yet for many days they shall fall by sword and flame, by 
captivity and plundering. 
34 Now when they fall, they shall be aided with a little help; but many shall join with them by intrigue. 
35 And some of those of understanding shall fall, to refine them, purify them, and make them white, 

until the time of the end; because it is still for the appointed time. 

36 “Then the king shall do according to his own will: he shall exalt and magnify himself above every god, 

and shall speak blasphemies against the God of gods, and shall prosper

till the wrath has been accomplished; for what has been determined shall be done. 

37 He shall regard neither the God of his fathers nor the desire of women, nor regard any god; for he shall exalt himself 
above them all.

38 “But instead he will honor a god of fortresses, a god whom his fathers did not know; he will honor him with gold, silver, 
costly stones and treasures. 
39 “He will take action against the strongest of fortresses with the help of a foreign god; he will give great honor to those who 
acknowledge him and will cause them to rule over the many, and will parcel out land for a price. 

40 “At the end time the king of the South will collide with him, and the king of the North will storm 

against him with chariots, with horsemen and with many ships; and he will enter countries, overflow them and pass 

through.

12 His eyes were like a flame 
of fire, and on His head were 
many crowns. He had a name 
written that no one knew 
except Himself. 
13 He was clothed with a robe 
dipped in blood, and His name 
is called The Word of God.

17 And He was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when He had opened 

the book, He found the place where it was written: 

18 “The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach the 
gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to 
the captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those who are 
oppressed; 
19 To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.” 

20 Then He closed the book, and gave 
it back to the attendant and sat down. 

And the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him. 
21 And He began to say to them, 

“Today this Scripture is fulfilled in your hearing.” 
22 So all bore witness to Him, and marveled at the gracious words which proceeded 
out of His mouth. And they said, “Is this not Joseph’s son?” 
23 He said to them, “You will surely say this proverb to Me, ‘Physician, heal yourself! 
Whatever we have heard done in Capernaum, do also here in Your country.’ ” 
24 Then He said, “Assuredly, I say to you, no prophet is accepted in his own 
country. 

25 But I tell you truly, many widows were in Israel in the days of Elijah, when 
the heaven was shut up three years and six months, and there was a great famine 
throughout all the land; 
26 but to none of them was Elijah sent except to Zarephath, in the region of Sidon, 

to a woman who was a widow. 
27 And many lepers were in Israel in the time of Elisha the prophet, and none of 
them was cleansed except Naaman the Syrian.” 
28 So all those in the synagogue, when they heard these things, were filled with 
wrath, 
29 and rose up and thrust Him out of the city; and they led Him to the brow of the 
hill on which their city was built, that they might throw Him down over the cliff. 
30 Then passing through the midst of them, He went His way.

Jesus is making a subtle reference to The 
Mystery Church Age. 

That because Israel will reject Him, His 
blessings will be poured out on the 

Gentiles.

This Church Age will fill that gap of 
time between: 

Isaiah 61:1–2a. Where Jesus stops 
reading from the book and 

2b. Where He comes to deliver 
the righteous that are yet alive on 
earth, at the end of the 

Tribulation

Verse 24: accomplished at the end of :

Daniel 9:24–27 (NKJV)

24 “Seventy weeks are determined For your 

people and for your holy city, 1.To finish the 

transgression, 2.To make an end of sins, 3.To 
make reconciliation atonement for iniquity, 

4.To bring in everlasting righteousness, 5.To seal 

up vision and prophecy, And 6.to anoint the Most 
Holy. 

25 “Know therefore and understand, That from 
the going forth of the command To restore 
and build Jerusalem 
Until Messiah the Prince, There shall be 

seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; 

The street shall be built again, and the wall, 
Even in troublesome times. 

26 “And after the sixty-two weeks 

Messiah shall be cut off, but not for 

Himself; And the people of the 
prince who is to come Shall destroy the 
city and the sanctuary. The end of it 
shall be with a flood, And till the end of the war 
desolations are determined. 

27 Then he shall confirm a covenant 
WITH MANY for one week; 

BUT in the middle of the week He shall 
bring an end to sacrifice and offering. And on the 
wing of abominations shall be one who makes 
desolate, Even until the consummation, which is 
determined, Is poured out on the desolate.”

Daniel, only seeing the mountain 
peaks, but by inspiration of the Holy 
Spirit, there is a subtle shift of subject 
from Antiochus to his anti-type the 
Antichrist

The basic meaning of the verb is “to be wonderful” to cause a wonderful thing to happen

there are statements made about the character of the king that are not true of 

the king of the north/Antiochus.  

Antiochus doesn't "exalt and magnify himself above every god" and 

1. this word is   miraculous things, so he is going to perform miracles 
against the God of gods, in order to deceive and persuade, in his attempt to thwart 
the plan of God.  

Antiochus never came close to doing what the antichrist will have power to do.

Daniel 11:36 (NASB95)
36 “Then the king will do as he pleases, 
and he will exalt and magnify himself 
above every god and will speak 

monstrous things 
against the God of gods; and he will 
prosper until the indignation is finished, 
for that which is decreed will be done.

2. the term "the indignation/wrath“  is a synonym for the time of Jacob's 

trouble or the Tribulation or Daniel's seventieth week. 

Since Antiochus has historically passed from the scene and did not live to the end 

of the Tribulation, this could not apply to him

The Antichrist cannot be a Syrian, he Hass to be a Roman dissent:

Daniel 9:26

26 “And after the sixty-two weeks Messiah shall be cut off, but not for Himself; And the 
people of the prince who is to come 
Shall destroy the city AND the 
sanctuary. The end of it shall be with a flood, And till the end of the war
