A number of things are going to take place during this 75-day interval.

Daniel 12:8–13 (NKJV)
7 Then I heard the man clothed in linen, who was above the waters of the river, when he held up his right hand and his left 

hand to heaven, and swore by Him who lives forever, that it shall be for a time, times, and half a time; 
and when the power of the holy people has been completely shattered, all these things shall be finished.
8 Although I heard, I did not understand. Then I said, “My lord, what shall be the end of these things?” 
9 And he said, “Go your way, Daniel, for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of the end. 
10 Many shall be purified, made white, and refined, but the wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the wicked shall 
understand, but the wise shall understand. 

11 “And from the time that the daily sacrifice is taken away, and the abomination of desolation is set up, 

there shall be one thousand two hundred and ninety days. 

12 Blessed is he who waits, and comes to the one thousand three hundred and 
thirty-five days. 
13 “But you, go your way till the end; for you shall rest, and will arise to your inheritance at the end of the days.

Isaiah 14:1–20 (NKJV)
1 For the Lord will have mercy on Jacob, and will still choose Israel, and settle them in their own land. The strangers will be 
joined with them, and they will cling to the house of Jacob. 
2 Then people will take them and bring them to their place, and the house of Israel will possess them for servants and maids in 
the land of the Lord; they will take them captive whose captives they were, and rule over their oppressors. 
3 It shall come to pass in the day the Lord gives you rest from your sorrow, and from your fear and the hard bondage in which 
you were made to serve, 
4 that you will take up this proverb against the king of Babylon, and say: “How the oppressor has ceased, The golden city 
ceased! 
5 The Lord has broken the staff of the wicked, The scepter of the rulers;

11 Your pomp is brought down to Sheol, And the sound of your stringed instruments; The maggot is spread under you, And 
worms cover you.’ 

VV.12 -14 is an address to THE REAL POWER behind the 
human figure and addresses the fall of Satan:

12 “How you are fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How you are cut down to the ground, You who 
weakened the nations! 

13 For you have said in your heart: ‘I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God; I will also sit on 
the mount of the congregation On the farthest sides of the north; 

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, I will be like the Most High.’ 
15 Yet you shall be brought down to Sheol, To the lowest depths of the Pit. 
16 “Those who see you will gaze at you, And consider you, saying: ‘Is this the man who made the earth tremble, Who shook 
kingdoms, 
17 Who made the world as a wilderness And destroyed its cities, Who did not open the house of his prisoners?’ 
18 “All the kings of the nations, All of them, sleep in glory, Everyone in his own house; 

19 But you are cast out of your grave Like an abominable branch, Like the garment of those who are slain, Thrust 
through with a sword, Who go down to the stones of the pit, Like a corpse trodden 
underfoot. 

20 You will not be joined with them in burial, Because you have destroyed your land And slain 
your people. The brood of evildoers shall never be named.

Revelation chapter 19 doesn't go into all the detail that Scripture does, 
and there is a tremendous amount of information given on the day of the 
Lord, both in terms of its 

broad sense referring to the final end-time scenario in Daniel's 70th 
week, and also 

the specifics of the great and terrible day of the Lord, which focuses 
our attention on the last part of the seven-year Tribulation period when all 
of the armies of man come together, fighting 

first against one another and 
then against Israel and 
ultimately against the Lord. And the Lord returns to rescue Israel and 

to defeat Satan, the Antichrist, the false prophet, to destroy the armies of 

man and to begin to cleanse the planet in preparation for the 
Millennial kingdom.

A dispensation is a period of time in human history where 
God administers human history according to certain aspects 
of what He has revealed to man, progressively advance 
human history dispensationly at it's perfect time, for God’s 
ultimate goal to dwell among His purified creatures in the 
eternal state of the New Heavens and New Earth.

When Dispensation Of The Law ended, it ended at the cross. But 

the cross occurred on the day of PASSOVER, and the next major feast day after the 

week of Jesus crucifixion was 50 days after PASSOVER, the day of 

Pentecost which was the birth of the church. The day that Christ died on the cross 

ended the Law—all of the sacrifices in the O.T. looked to the cross—in terms of 

its spiritual significance, and from that point on there is a transition phase that enters in; 

which is not really the age of Israel anymore,  it’s not the Dispensation Of The 
Law anymore. 

But it is a fifty-day transition period which continues until the church begins on the 
day of Pentecost. 

The Rapture will end The Dispensation Of The Church. 

The last seven-year period or the period of Daniel's seventieth week doesn't 
begin the Tribulation; there is a time gap until the 
Antichrist, the prince who is to come, enters a covenant or peace treaty 
with Israel. That starts the clock ticking down to the end of the seven-year period which 
culminates with the second coming of Christ.

When the Lord Jesus Christ returns at the end of that 7-year period there is another 

transition stage of 75 days between the end of the Tribulation and the 

beginning of the Millennial kingdom

1,290 days

1,335 days

Occur at the same time
The abomination ends the sacrifice

The taking away of the daily sacrifice and the setting up of the 
abomination of desolation occur at the same time. Halfway into the 
tribulation which is 3 1/2 years

From that point, which occurs three and a half years into the 
Tribulation period, there will be 1,290 days. 

Remember, the Tribulation period is a 7-year period. 

Half of the 7-year period is three and a half years. 

The Israelites used a lunar calendar—30 days per 
month, which is a 360-day year. 

Three and a half years which is a total of 1260 days. Which equals 

42 months!
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The first 30 days of the 75 are related to the cleansing of the 
temple, and then there are another 45 days after that. That is 
where we get this gap of 75 days between the conclusion of 
the Tribulation and the beginning of the Millennial kingdom.
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According to Isaiah 14 the antichrist has to be killed and brought back from the dead. 

But the false prophet isn't killed. 

The two of them will stand before Christ's judgment before they are then cast into the lake of 
fire. 

Isaiah 14 describes the destruction of the antichrist  and the power behind the 

antichrist. 

Most of the time when people come to this passage they focus on vv. 12-15 in terms of the fall 
of Lucifer, which it is. 

But this is a text in scripture that is not common, it has a double 
reference in terms of the timeline. 

Isaiah is writing this in the 7th century BC then he is by inspiration of the Holy Spirit 

looking way into the future, the time of the second advent and what 
happens when the Antichrist gets thrown into the lake of fire. 

But the way this is structured is not as clear to Isaiah as it is to us, so when he is 

talking about Sheol he is using that term in a general sense, the place of judgment 

for the dead. 

Isaiah is looking forward to this event that occurs at the end of the Tribulation period.

 

At the end of the Tribulation this human figure, the Antichrist, is then empowered and 

indwelt by Satan for the last at least 3 1/2 years, and he is the one in terms of the 

human body gets thrown into the lake of fire. He is the human 
personification of Satan, he is what you might say the 

perfect son of Satan. Though there are quite a few that doing their worst to be his 
runner up!!!

When he arrives in the lake of fire those who are present take up this taunt. 

They begin to ridicule him because of his ambition that he expressed and the promises that he 
had made that he would provide everything for everybody and would be the ruler of the earth. 

In their taunt they remind him of what his original ambition was. That throws us back into the 

past, so it can be confusing and we have to watch that timeline. When those in Sheol see 

the Antichrist they take up the taunt directed at him but really it goes to the power behind 

him, Satan his original ambition, which of course had occurred way back just after the 

original creation of Genesis 1:1

We understand that Sheol had two  compartments with a gulf between the two

Luke 16:22–26 (NKJV)

22 So it was that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s 
bosom. The rich man also died and was buried. 

23 And being in torments in Hades, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham afar off, and 

Lazarus in his bosom. 
24 “Then he cried and said, ‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus that he 
may dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame.’ 

25 But Abraham said, ‘Son, remember that in your lifetime you received your good 

things, and likewise Lazarus evil things; but now he is comforted and you are 
tormented. 

26 And besides all this, between us and you 
there is a great gulf fixed, so that those who 
want to pass from here to you cannot, nor can those from there 
pass to us.’

Having been possessed by Satan, this is 
how the antichrist died physically

Sheol is generally the place where the dead go before they are either 

resurrected to eternal life or are resurrected to judgment. 
Remember O.T. saints went to a compartment in Sheol called Paradise, but 
that is not revealed in the O.T. 

The O.T. perspective had a general sense of a place called Sheol where 
the righteous go, and the unrighteous went there, and they 
probably had a vague sense they were not in the same place, but it is not 
spelled out anywhere in the O.T. about compartments in Sheol. 

So this is just speaking generally here in vv. 9

We don't get this revelation until Luke 16:

He is not buried, he is just killed with a sword when 
Jesus returns and he has to be brought back to life in 

order to be judged along with the false prophet

Revelation 19:15 (NKJV)
15 Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should strike 
the nations. And He Himself will rule them with a rod of iron. He Himself 
treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

Revelation 19:21 (NKJV)
21 And the rest were killed with the sword which proceeded from the 
mouth of Him who sat on the horse. And all the birds were filled with their 
flesh.
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
