Israel's rough history:

2 Then being with child, she cried out 
in labor and in pain to give birth. 

3 And another sign appeared in heaven: behold, a great, fiery red dragon 

having seven heads and ten horns, and seven diadems on his heads. 

4 His tail drew a third of the stars of heaven and threw them to the earth. 

And the dragon stood before the woman who was ready to give birth, to devour her 
Child as soon as it was born. 
5 She bore a male Child who was to rule all nations with a rod of iron. 

And her Child was caught up to God and His throne. 

6 Then the woman fled into the wilderness, where she has a place 
prepared by God, that they should feed her there one thousand two 
hundred and sixty days. 
7 And war broke out in heaven: Michael and his angels fought with the dragon; and the dragon and his angels 
fought, 
8 but they did not prevail, nor was a place found for them in heaven any longer. 

9 So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, 
called the Devil and Satan, who deceives the 
whole world; he was cast to the earth, and his 
angels were cast out with him. 
10 Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of 
His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God day and night, has been cast down. 
11 And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to 
the death. 

12 Therefore rejoice, O heavens, and you who dwell in them! Woe to the 

inhabitants of the earth and the sea! For the devil has come down to you, having great 
wrath, because he knows that he has a short time.” 

13 Now when the dragon saw that he had been cast to the earth, he persecuted the woman who gave 

birth to the male Child. 

14 But the woman was given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the 
wilderness to her place, where she is nourished for a time and times and half a time, from the 
presence of the serpent. 

15 So the serpent spewed water out of his mouth like a flood after the woman, that he might cause her to be 
carried away by the flood. 

16 But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and swallowed up the flood which the 
dragon had spewed out of his mouth. 

17 And the dragon was enraged with the woman, and he went to make war with the rest of her 

offspring/seed, who keep the commandments of God and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.

21 After he begot Serug, Reu lived two hundred and seven years, and begot sons and daughters. 
22 Serug lived thirty years, and begot Nahor. 
23 After he begot Nahor, Serug lived two hundred years, and begot sons and daughters. 
24 Nahor lived twenty-nine years, and begot Terah. 
25 After he begot Terah, Nahor lived one hundred and nineteen years, and begot sons and 
daughters. 

26 Now Terah lived seventy years, and begot Abram, Nahor, and Haran.

Genesis 17:1–9 (NKJV)

1 When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to Abram and said to 
him, “I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless. 
2 And I will make My covenant between Me and you, and will multiply you exceedingly.” 

3 Then Abram fell on his face, and God talked with him, saying: 
4 “As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, and you shall be a father of many nations. 

5 No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your name shall be Abraham; for 
I have made you a father of many nations.

This is about how God preserves Israel 
throughout their history, with a focus on their 
preservation through the great tribulation

Genesis 37:9–11 (NKJV)
9 Then he dreamed still another dream and told it to his brothers, and said, “Look, I have 

dreamed another dream. And this time, the sun, the moon, and the 
eleven stars bowed down to me.” 
10 So he told it to his father and his brothers; and his father rebuked him and said to him, 

“What is this dream that you have dreamed? Shall your mother and I and 
your brothers indeed come to bow down to the earth before you?” 
11 And his brothers envied him, but his father kept the matter in mind.

vv. 2 alludes to the sufferings of Israel 
throughout their history, 

Because they have a target painted 

on them for Satan to aim at, because he's 
always trying to thwart the plan of God. 

So all of the suffering, warfare, all of the 
violence that occurs towards Israel as a 
nation, as the descendants of Abraham,  
is all part of these labor pains of the 

woman before she finally gives 

birth to the child who is clearly from the 
context the Lord Jesus Christ.

Satan suffered another major defeat at the cross.

 So after the cross, Satan's last ditch effort is to somehow destroy the descendants of 

Abraham, Isaac and Jacob so that GOD is unable to fulfill the promise that He 
made in the Abrahamic covenant. 

Satan obviously believes that he can defeat GOD, if he can wipe out the Jews 

then GOD cannot fulfill His plan. 

This why the Jews have, as it were, a target on their backs for the attacks of Satan 

And this is in fact the source of their persecution down through the ages.

So we can just imagine that through time Satan is going to develop various 

philosophies and religions that are going to have as their focal point the 
destruction of Israel. 

And for those human religions who don't hold this focal point, they are at the 
very least corrupt religion that Satan uses to produce sympathizers who can be 

bought toward Israel's destruction.

point for viewing all of this world’s thought processes, 
everyone is susceptible to demonic deception

That’s why there are always rumblings in the Middle East, the fighting that goes 
on, the war on terrorism is just one aspect of that. 

We must have the Bible as our frame of reference to be able to discern what is 
going on in half hearted theology, and Islamic religion, and how that fits within 
a broader scope, and how ultimately that goes back to this battle between 
Ishmael and Isaac and Jacob. 

We need to put on our biblical glasses and that means a good solid 

comprehension of actual TRUTH so that we can evaluate the pushes and 

pulls, the tugs of war, that are going on in the Middle East.

Revelation 1:1–3 (NKJV)

things that he saw. 

3 Blessed is he who reads and THOSE who hear the 
words of this prophecy, and keep those things which are 
written in it; for the time is near.

The greater context of scripture is teaching us that from 

the fall of man, Satan has declared war against man 

in order to stop the birth of the savior. But 

when it was clear that He was going to come through 

the descendants of Abraham, Satan makes it his 

mission to prevent that from coming about. So Satan 
is the originator of anti-Semitism 

and all anti-Semitic policies.

1 Samuel 18:10–12 (NASB95)

10 Now it came about on the next day that an evil spirit from God 

came mightily upon Saul, and he raved in the midst of the house, while David was playing the harp with 
his hand, as usual; and a spear was in Saul’s hand. 

11 Saul hurled the spear for he thought, “I will pin David to the wall.” But David escaped 
from his presence twice. 
12 Now Saul was afraid of David, for the Lord was with him, but had departed from 

Saul.

1 Samuel 19:9–11 (NASB95)

9 Now there was an evil spirit from the Lord on Saul as he was sitting in his house with 

his spear in his hand, and David was playing the harp with his hand. 

10 Saul tried to pin David to the wall with the spear, but he slipped away out of Saul’s presence, so that 

he stuck the spear into the wall. And David fled and escaped that night. 

11 Then Saul sent messengers to David’s house to watch him, in order to put him to death in the morning. 

But Michal, David’s wife, told him, saying, “If you do not save your life tonight, tomorrow you will be put 
to death.”

This speaks of God’s permissive will, allowing a demon to oppress Saul

It is demon influence, demon oppression. It comes upon Saul as a 
willing participant, in that Saul as an O.T. believer has rejected God.

After all remember, Saul chose to seek the witch of Endor

In the O.T. Satan's purpose was to prevent the Seed from ever arriving.

In the N.T. during the church age, and then into the Tribulation Satan's purpose is to destroy the 
descendants of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob/the nation Israel

Revelation 13:1 (NKJV)
1 Then I stood on the sand of the sea. And I saw a beast rising up out of the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and on his horns ten crowns, 
and on his heads a blasphemous name.

Now with new information, both the heads and the horns have crowns!

So this indicates that these are kings or kingdoms or dynasties

Daniel 7:1–3 (NKJV)

1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon, Daniel had a dream and visions of his head while 
on his bed. Then he wrote down the dream, telling the main facts. 

2 Daniel spoke, saying, “I saw in my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of heaven were 
stirring up the Great Sea. 
3 And four great beasts came up from the Sea, each different from the other.

Daniel 7:7–8 (NKJV)

7 “After this I saw in the night visions, and behold, a fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, exceedingly strong. It 
had huge iron teeth; it was devouring, breaking in pieces, and trampling the residue with its feet. It was different 

from all the beasts that were before it, and it had ten horns. 

8 I was considering the horns, and there was another 11th horn, a little one, coming up among them, 

before whom three of the first horns were plucked out by the roots. And there, in this horn, were eyes like 
the eyes of a man, and a mouth speaking pompous words.

The angel gives the interpretation:
Daniel 7:23–26 (NKJV)

23 “Thus he said: ‘The fourth beast shall be A fourth kingdom on earth, Which 
shall be different from all other kingdoms, And shall devour the whole earth, Trample it and break it in pieces. 

24 The ten horns are ten kings Who shall arise from this kingdom. And another 
the11th  shall rise after them; He shall be different from the first ones, And shall subdue three kings. 
25 He shall speak pompous words against the Most High, Shall persecute the saints of the Most High, And shall 
intend to change times and law. Then the saints shall be given into his hand For a time and times and half a time. 
26 ‘But the court shall be seated, And they shall take away his dominion, To consume and destroy it forever.

So there are 2 stages to this kingdom. 

1st.   when it doesn't have this division of the ten and 
2nd. when it subsequently is divided into ten. 

So historically there will be the organization of these ten nations in this 

confederacy and then following that, this other king the11th, 
that will arise after them—and he will be different from the first ten. 
Probably in a military manner he will defeat three of these kingdoms to consolidate 
them into an empire. 

The seven horns that are left over here are the same as the 

seven heads of Revelation chapters 12 and 13.
