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A Birdseye view 
of chapters 

4 through 16

The Seven Thunder judgments begin at the beginning of the second half of 
the tribulation period:

The message that these prophets received was divine in origin.

Therefore it was absolute TRUTH without error, it was given by means of 
the Holy Spirit:

The revelation of TRUTH glorifies God:

The first six verses speak of general non-verbal revelation of God:

Psalm 19 (NASB95)
For the choir director. A Psalm of David. 

1 The heavens are telling of the glory of God; And their expanse is declaring the 
work of His hands. 
2 Day to day pours forth speech, And night to night reveals knowledge. 
3 There is no speech, nor are there words; Their voice is not heard. 

4 Their line has gone out through all the earth, And their utterances to the end of the world. In them He has placed 
a tent for the sun, 
5 Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber; It rejoices as a strong man to run his course. 
6 Its rising is from one end of the heavens, And its circuit to the other end of them; And there is nothing hidden from its heat. 

7 The law of the Lord is perfect, restoring the soul; The testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise 

the simple. 

8 The precepts of the Lord are right, rejoicing the heart; The commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening the eyes. 

9 The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever; The judgments of the Lord are true; they are righteous altogether. 
10 They are more desirable than gold, yes, than much fine gold; Sweeter also than honey and the drippings of the honeycomb. 

11 Moreover, by them Your servant is warned; In keeping them there is great reward. 
12 Who can discern his errors? Acquit me of hidden faults. 
13 Also keep back Your servant from presumptuous sins; Let them not rule over me; Then I will be blameless, And I shall be 
acquitted of great transgression. 

14 Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart Be acceptable in Your sight, O Lord, 
my rock and my Redeemer.

Seven Thunders immediately follow the sixth angel trumpet judgment:

Revelation 10:1–11 (NKJV)

1 I saw still another mighty angel coming down from heaven, clothed with a cloud. And a rainbow was on 
his head, his face was like the sun, and his feet like pillars of fire. 

2 He had a little book open in his hand. And he set his right foot on the sea and his left foot on the land, 

3 and cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roars. When he cried out, seven thunders uttered their 
voices. 

4 Now when the seven thunders uttered their voices, I was about to write; but I heard a voice from 

heaven saying to me, “Seal up the things which the seven thunders 

uttered, and do not write them.” 

5 The angel whom I saw standing on the sea and on the land raised up his hand to heaven 

6 and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, who created heaven and the things that are in it, the earth and 
the things that are in it, and the sea and the things that are in it, that there should be delay no longer, 

7 but in the days of the sounding of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound,

the mystery of God would be finished, as He declared to His 

servants the prophets. 

8 Then the voice which I heard from heaven spoke to me again and said, “Go, 

take the little book which is open in the hand of the angel who stands on the sea and on the earth.” 

9 So I went to the angel and said to him, “Give me the little book.” And he said to me, “Take and eat it; and it will 
make your stomach bitter, but it will be as sweet as honey in your mouth.” 

10 Then I took the little book out of the angel’s hand and ate it, and it was as sweet as honey in my mouth. But when I 
had eaten it, my stomach became bitter. 
11 And he said to me, “You must prophesy again about many peoples, nations, tongues, and kings.”

Normal daily conduct

Under inspiration of the Holy Spirit, the author is assuming 

that the normal daily conduct of those who have been justified; is 
that they are spreading the gospel through their unique conduct, and 
communications

It is assumed that the normal course of 
the just, continually increases in there 
understanding of scripture. 

Thus, his testimony to the unsaved, 
becomes more and more affective

Paul's labors toward the justified 
believer were that they might 
become transformed by the 

WORD of TRUTH

In the structure of chapter 10, the first 7 verses deal with 

the announcement from the mighty angel of the 

completion of God's plan to establish His kingdom… "the mystery 
of God is finished, as He preached to His servants the prophets

But John is told to seal up those things which the 

Seven Thunders Uttered. So we 
don't know what they are, but they are certainly 
an ominous series of judgments

This imagery is the internalisation of the Word 
of God. The idea is that these prophets are to 
internalize what God was revealing to them. 

It was a visual picture to make absolute 
TRUTH/ the Word of God their core thinking. 

It is imagery that is similar to that used by the 
Lord Jesus Christ in:

John 6:35 (NKJV)

35 And Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of 
life. He who comes to Me shall never hunger, and he who 
believes in Me shall never thirst.

John 6:48–51 (NKJV)

48 I am the bread of life. 
49 Your fathers ate the manna in the wilderness, and are 
dead. 

50 This is the bread which comes 
down from heaven, that one may 
eat of it and not die. 

51 I am the living bread which came down 
from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; 
and the bread that I shall give is My flesh, which I shall give 
for the life of the world.”

Revelation 19:11–16 (NKJV)
11 Now I saw heaven opened, 
and behold, a white horse. And 
He who sat on him was called 
Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness He judges and 
makes war. 
12 His eyes were like a flame 
of fire, and on His head were 
many crowns. He had a name 
written that no one knew 
except Himself. 
13 He was clothed with a robe 
dipped in blood, and His name 
is called The Word of God. 
14 And the armies in heaven, 
clothed in fine linen, white and 
clean, followed Him on white 
horses. 
15 Now out of His mouth goes 
a sharp sword, that with it He 
should strike the nations.

Revelation 4: pictures the throne room of God, and that the church has 

been ruptured, which is identified by the presence of the 24 elders.

Revelation 5: still picturing the throne room of God, the Lamb of God 

having been found worthy, takes the scroll of judgments from His 
Father's right hand. The scroll is also the title deed to the Earth, giving Jesus 
Christ the legal right to RULE OVER THE EARTH, 

Chapter 6 through chapter 9 there are 2 successive series of judgments:

Revelation 6: the Lamb begins to open the seals, four living creatures 

each according to their seal judgment invite John to 
“come and see”. These are the four horsemen judgments!

The 5th seal was the cry of the MARTYRS under the altar.

Revelation 7: is a parentheses between the 6th and 7th seal judgments

144,000 of all the tribes of Israel are sealed, 12,000 from each of the 12 tribes.

Revelation 8:7-9:21: this is where the first 6 of the 7 trumpet judgments 
are covered.

Revelation 10: begins an interlude in the sequential judgments.

Revelation 10:1–2 (NKJV)
1 I saw still another mighty angel coming down from heaven, clothed with a cloud. 
And a rainbow was on his head, his face was like the sun, and his feet like pillars of fire. 

2 He had a little book open in his hand. And he set his right foot on the sea and his 
left foot on the land,

John is told to eat the little book vv.8-11

Revelation 11-14: picture things that have been going on already, back in 

the previous chapters of Revelation and beyond that, back into the O.T.,
Certain doctrinal threads are being weaved together from the O.T., combined 

with  the earlier chapters of Revelation, in order to develop a current 

picture at the midpoint of the Tribulation, as Jesus Christ is bringing human 
history to its culmination point.

Revelation 11: the two witnesses/the 2 prophets their ministry is to 
the remnant of Israel/ which is the tribulation generation of Jews.

Revelation 12: speaks of the angelic conflict between the great fiery 
red dragon and corporate Israel. Satan and his angels are cast out of 
heaven.
This chapter takes us up to, and through the midpoint of the Tribulation

The two beasts:

Revelation 13:1-10: the 1st beast/ antichrist who begins his rule at the 
initiation of the first half of the tribulation, when he signs a peace treaty 
with Israel, and establishes his conquering confederacy out of the ten 
horns, establishing his rule over the entire earth. 
Revelation 13:11-18: the 2nd beast /false prophet, seals the 1st beasts 
religious ruling authority on the Earth as the impostor of Christ.
Revelation 14:1-5: the Lamb on Mountain Zion with the 144,000
Beginning in vv.6 the 3 angels proclaiming the gospel

Revelation 15-16: the final series of judgments, identified as bowl 
judgments

The 7th seal reveals another 
series of 7 judgments, it’s 
opened and executed in 
chapter 8:1-6

Revelation

Chapter 6 through chapter 9 there are 2 successive series of judgments:

All of these judgments are 
specifically designed to purify 
the heavens and the Earth, in 
preparation to establish 
Christ’s Kingdom on the 
Earth

The little book contains the summary of 
all these threads being brought together in 

Revelation 11-14

Chapter 11 will begin at the opening days of the Tribulation period, 
and bring us up to the mid-point of the Tribulation which is when 
the Antichrist will desecrate the temple.

Revelation 6:10–11 (NKJV)

10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, “How long, O Lord, holy and true, until 

You judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?” 
11 Then a white robe was given to each of them; and it was said to them that they should rest a 
little while longer, until both the number of their fellow servants and their brethren, who would 
be killed as they were, was completed.

This is the seventh trumpet judgments

This kind of command to take and eat the book or scroll is 
not unique to this process with John. A similar thing occurred in:

Jeremiah 15:16 (NKJV)

16 Your words were found, and I ate them, 
And Your word was to me the joy and rejoicing of my heart; For I am 
called by Your name, O Lord God of hosts.

Ezekiel 3:1–3 (NKJV)

1 Moreover He said to me, “Son of man, eat what you find; 
eat this scroll, and go, speak to the house of Israel.” 

2 So I opened my mouth, and He caused me to eat that 
scroll. 
3 And He said to me, “Son of man, feed your belly, and 
fill your stomach with this scroll that I give you.” So I ate, 
and it was in my mouth like honey in sweetness.

FAITH

It is also a picture of placing our complete 
confidence in God:

Revelation 1:3 (NKJV)

3 Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of this 

prophecy, and keep those things which are written in it; for the time 

is near.

Revelation 22:7 (NKJV)

7 “Behold, I am coming quickly! Blessed is he who keeps 
the words of the prophecy of this book.”

Romans 1:20 (NKJV)
20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are 
clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His 
eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse,

The word "perfect" is the idea that it is complete and 
sufficient; it is able to do that which is necessary 
considering the problem that man has.

It is not a matter of IQ, of education; it is simply a 
matter of studying, understanding and internalizing 
God's Word.

God's Word must be left 
unadulterated Truth !!!

Human religion cannot 
produce the same results

The Word is unadulterated truth therefore the heart 
rejoices. This is God speaking to us causing our heart 
to rejoice.

The mandates of God’s word are pure, there is no 
error there, and thus it can enlighten the eyes, it is 
the source if enlightenment for us to absolute 
TRUTH.

It is of the utmost importants that we contend earnestly for the faith:
Jude 3 (NASB95)

3 Beloved, while I was making every effort to write you about our common salvation, I felt the 
necessity to write to you appealing that you contend earnestly for 
the faith which was once for all handed down to the saints.

Scripture emphasizes the importance of God’s unadulterated Word
