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God's plan for His creatures of free will:

The gospel of Abraham:

Before the law existed, the gospel of faith was preached to Abraham:

Circumcision was the dispensation of faith plus works/ the law of Moses; it 
was intended to bring a level of control over the sin nature until the 
Messiah:

Abraham, believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness:

Romans 4:1–16 (NKJV)

1 What then shall we say that Abraham our father has found according to the flesh? 

2 For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before God. 

3 For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was accounted 

to him for righteousness.” 
4 Now to him who works, the wages are not counted as grace but as debt. 

5 But to him who does not work but believes on Him who justifies the ungodly, his faith is 

accounted for righteousness, 

6 just as David also describes the blessedness of the man to whom God imputes 

righteousness apart from works: 

7 “Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, And whose sins 
are covered; 

8 Blessed is the man to whom the Lord shall not impute sin.” 

9 Does this blessedness then come upon the circumcised only, or upon the uncircumcised also? For we say 

that faith was accounted to Abraham for righteousness. 

10 How then was it accounted? While he was circumcised, or uncircumcised? Not while circumcised, but 
while uncircumcised. 

11 And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the faith which he had 

while still uncircumcised, that he might be the father of all those who believe, though they are uncircumcised, 

that righteousness might be imputed to them also, 

12 and the father of circumcision to those who not only are of the circumcision, but who also walk in the 

steps of the faith which our father Abraham had while still uncircumcised. 

13 For the promise that he would be the heir of the world was not to Abraham or to his seed through the 

law, but through the righteousness of faith. 

14 For if those who are of the law are heirs, faith is made void and the promise made of no effect, 

15 because the law brings about wrath; for where there is no law there is no transgression. 
16 Therefore it is of faith that it might be according to grace, so that the promise might be sure to all the seed, 

not only to those who are of the law, but also to those who are of the faith of Abraham, who is the 

father of us all

God gave us the divine perspective to teach us how to think:

Galatians 1:1–24 (NKJV)

1 Paul, an apostle (not from men nor through man, but through Jesus Christ and 
God the Father who raised Him from the dead), 

2 and all the brethren who are with me, To the churches of Galatia: 

3 Grace to you and peace from God the Father and our Lord Jesus 
Christ, 

4 who gave Himself for our sins, that He 
might deliver us from this 
present evil age, according to the will of our God 

and Father, 

5 to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen. 

6 I marvel that you are turning away so soon from Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to 

a different gospel, 
7 which is not another; but there are some who trouble you 
and want to pervert the gospel of Christ. 

8 But even if we, or an angel from heaven, 
preach any other gospel to you than what we have preached 

to you, let him be accursed. 

9 AS WE HAVE SAID BEFORE, SO NOW I 

SAY AGAIN, if anyone preaches 
any other gospel to you than what you have received, let 

him be accursed. 

10 For do I now persuade men, or God? Or do I seek to please men? For if I still pleased men, I would not be a 
bondservant of Christ. 
11 But I make known to you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached by me is not according to man. 
12 For I neither received it from man, nor was I taught it, but it came through the revelation of Jesus Christ. 
13 For you have heard of my former conduct in Judaism, how I persecuted the church of God beyond measure 
and tried to destroy it. 

14 And I advanced in Judaism beyond many of my contemporaries in my own nation, being 

more exceedingly zealous for the traditions 
of my fathers. 

15 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called me through His grace, 
16 to reveal His Son in me, that I might preach Him among the Gentiles, I did not immediately confer with 
flesh and blood, 
17 nor did I go up to Jerusalem to those who were apostles before me; but I went to Arabia, and returned again 
to Damascus. 
18 Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to see Peter, and remained with him fifteen days. 
19 But I saw none of the other apostles except James, the Lord’s brother. 
20 (Now concerning the things which I write to you, indeed, before God, I do not lie.) 
21 Afterward I went into the regions of Syria and Cilicia. 
22 And I was unknown by face to the churches of Judea which were in Christ. 

23 But they were hearing only, “He who formerly persecuted us now preaches the 
faith which he once tried to destroy.” 

24 And they glorified God in me.

Galatians 3:1–3 (NKJV)
1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not 
obey the truth, 

before whose eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you as 
crucified? 

2 This only I want to learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by 
the works of the law, 

or by the hearing of faith?—

3 Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, 

are you now being made perfect by the flesh?

4 Have you suffered so many things in vain—if indeed it was in vain? 
5 Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do 

it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? 

6 just as Abraham “believed God, and it was accounted to him for 

righteousness.” 

7 Therefore know that only those who are of faith are sons of Abraham. 

8 And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, 

preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, 

saying, “In you all the nations shall be blessed.” 

9 So then those who are of faith are blessed with believing Abraham.

The issue facing the Galatian Church was that Judaizers were coming in and 

teaching that Salvation is a Works + Faith based system,, based 

on obedience to a legal system: specifically the law of Moses;

What the righteousness of God demands, 

the justice of God supplies, 

motivated by the love of God, 

which is expressed by the grace of God

Abraham’s

Paul is teaching all church age 

believers how to discern human 
religion through the lens of 
divine truth

1 Timothy 4:1 (NKJV)

1 Now the Spirit expressly says 

that in latter times some will depart from the 
faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines 
of demons,

this is exactly what the Spirit says

Demonic influence

Could Paul under inspiration of the Holy Spirit have 
communicated in any clearer terms, how God 
feels about sticking tight to divine revelation; 
and to not pervert Divine Revelation with the 
slightest human add on

But the very thing that scripture teaches not to do, that is exactly what many groups do.
They rationalize and come up with good solid reasons to pervert scripture

Jesus Christ did all the work

It was impossible for any 
man to fulfill God's 
perfect righteous 
requirement / the law

John 3:16–18 (NKJV)
16 For God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten 
Son, that whoever believes in 
Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life. 
17 For God did not send His Son 
into the world to condemn the 
world, but that the world 
through Him might be saved. 
18 “He who believes in Him is 
not condemned; but he who 
does not believe is condemned 
already, because he has not 
believed in the name of the only 
begotten Son of God.

aorist — The aorist verb tense is used by the writer to 
present the action of a verb as a “snapshot” event. The 
verb’s action is portrayed simply and in summary fashion 
without respect to any process. In the indicative 
mood, the aorist usually denotes 
past time, while an aorist participle usually 
refers to antecedent time with respect to the main verb.

Verb, aorist, active, 
indicative

logizomai

The perfect righteousness of Christ was 
applied to Abraham's account

So Abraham is the one who performed the action of the verb. It is Abraham who 
believed. It is up to our volition to take the step of faith. 

Abraham operated on positive volition and he believed God. 

Faith or belief is non-meritorious. 

The object of faith has all of the merit. 

Abraham accepts the promise of God and "it was reckoned [logizomai] to him for 
righteousness." logizomai is a word that means to charge something to somebodies account. 

It takes us to the doctrine of imputation. This is the judicial 
imputation of righteousness to Abraham.

This is God's perfect standard of righteousness that 
was charged to Abraham's account.

This promise of a savior goes all the way back to 
Adam and Eve in:

Genesis 3:15 (NKJV)
15 And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And 

between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your 
head, And you shall bruise His heel.”

Genesis 15:1–6 (NKJV)
1 After these things the word of the Lord came to Abram in a vision, saying, “Do not be afraid, Abram. I am your 
shield, your exceedingly great reward.” 
2 But Abram said, “Lord God, what will You give me, seeing I go childless, and the heir of my house is Eliezer of 
Damascus?” 
3 Then Abram said, “Look, You have given me no offspring; indeed one born in my house is my heir!” 
4 And behold, the word of the Lord came to him, saying, “This one shall not be your heir, but one who will come 
from your own body shall be your heir.” 
5 Then He brought him outside and said, “Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to number 
them.” And He said to him, “So shall your descendants be.” 

6 And he believed in the Lord, and He accounted it to him for righteousness.
Verb, perfect tense

The perfect tense indicates that it happened 
sometime in the past and continues to be.

So this is not intended to be understood as a 
consecutive event.
Abraham was saved before God gave him the covenant back in 

Genesis 12:1–3 (NKJV)
1 Now the Lord had said to Abram: “Get out of your 
country, From your family And from your father’s 
house, To a land that I will show you. 
2 I will make you a great nation; I will bless you 
And make your name great; And you shall be a 
blessing. 
3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse 
him who curses you; And in you all the families of 
the earth shall be blessed.”

Here in Galatians Paul 
under inspiration of the 
Holy Spirit, provides 
definition to Abraham's 
justification

On the basis of imputed righteousness, all 
nations shall be blessed

God's blessing in life is not based on what we do, that's legalism.

When we were saved, God imputed to us the perfect righteousness of Christ,

So that when God looks down on us, He sees perfect righteousness of Christ.

This is what we call positional righteousness in Christ.

What the righteousness of God approves the justice of God blesses

God's blessing toward us is not based on our obedience, it's based on the 
perfect righteousness of Christ that we possess

And beyond that there is also experiential righteousness:

That is that as we advance in our spiritual life, God has already determined a 
certain number of blessings for each of us.

God will not bless us beyond our capacity, but because we advanced in our 
spiritual life through obedience to doctrine, we gain the capacity, and now 
we're ready to handle the blessings.

So we are not earning the blessings, we are gaining the capacity to receive 
them

mmm

God's intended blessings 
has always been from eternity 
past, for those who freely 
choose to submit under their 
Creators Authority

4409 πιστεύω (pisteuō): vb.: to believe to the 
extent of complete trust and reliance—‘to 
believe in, to have confidence in, to have 
faith in, to trust, faith, trust.’

The question is: how did Jesus Christ take away the sins of the world?

Answer: when Jesus Christ hung on the cross, God the Father imputed the 

sins of the world to Jesus Christ.

Jesus Christ in his flesh, paid the debt of sin for all humanity

Sin had to be paid for

The moment that Abraham 
believed he received an 
eternal human spirit. He 
became a child of God

In Hebrew normal narrative construction showing sequence is called a waw, which is the normal conjunction 
translated "and," and normally plus an imperfect form of the verb. 

In this case the verb is pesteuo. This is in the hiphil case which is the causative case and means trust, reliance, 
belief, or confidence. 

But here there is no imperfect tense which is the normal way of showing progression in a narrative. There is a 
waw plus a perfect tense. This is important. 

If the writer, Moses under inspiration of the Holy Spirit, intended us to understand that v. 6 was in consequence 
to v. 5 he would have used the normal sequential progression of a waw plus the imperfect. 

He doesn't do that, he makes a break in the text by using a waw plus a perfect tense. 

Moses is simply reminding us that 
Abraham was justified, and on the 
basis of his imputed righteousness 
God is continuing to bless Abraham

Who is the author and audience of Genesis?

Answer: Moses and the children of Israel

On the basis of Abraham's trust in a future savior, God 
is continuing to bless

Fai! alone in Ch"# alone

Through faith in the Messiah that was yet to come

The sin of humanity was imputed to Jesus Christ

Galatians 3:13-14 (NKJV)
13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us 
(for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”),
14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that 
we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

Remember, the law 
made mankind 
aware of sin, but did 
not provide a way to 
overcome sin. 

The law was 
intended to make 
mankind aware of his 
need for a Savior
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
