The question is: how did Jesus Christ take away the sins of the world?

Answer: when Jesus Christ hung on the cross, God the Father imputed the 

sins of the world to Jesus Christ.

Jesus Christ in his flesh, paid the debt of sin for all humanity

Sin had to be paid for

This promise of a savior goes all the way back to 
Adam and Eve in:

In Hebrew normal narrative construction showing sequence is called a waw, which is the normal conjunction 
translated "and," + an imperfect form of the verb. 

However, in vv.6 there is no imperfect tense to indicate progression. There is a waw plus a perfect tense. This 

is a clear indication that Moses is making a break in the text by using a waw plus a perfect 
tense. 

Moses is simply reminding us that Abraham was justified, and on the basis of his 
imputed righteousness sometime in the past, and God is continuing to bless Abraham

Romans 3:28 (NKJV)

28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith 
apart from the deeds of the law.

Romans 4:6 (NKJV)

6 just as David also describes the blessedness of the man to whom God 
imputes righteousness apart from 
works:

Galatians 3:15–18 (NKJV)
15 Brethren, I speak in the manner of men: Though it is only a man’s covenant, yet if it is confirmed, no 
one annuls or adds to it. 

16 Now to Abraham and his Seed were the PROMISES made. He does not 

say, “And to seeds,” as of many, but as of one, “And to your Seed,” who is Christ. 

17 And this I say, that the law, which was four 
hundred and thirty years later, cannot annul the covenant 

that was confirmed before by God in Christ, that it should make the PROMISE of 

no effect. 

18 For if the inheritance is of the law, it is no longer of PROMISE; but God gave it to 

Abraham by PROMISE.

The law of Moses

 Circumcision is the sign of the Abrahamic covenant. 

Not every covenant has a sign but several do. 

The sign of the Noahic covenant is the rainbow. 

The sign of the Mosaic covenant is the Sabbath. 

The sign of the Abrahamic covenant is circumcision, a sign that a person as a Jew has been set apart 
by God. 

That is a key word to understand here, it sets the nation apart through this physical symbol. 

Circumcision is a physical rite that pictures a spiritual reality. 

Circumcision is for any physical Jew or for any foreign slave living in the household, because this is 
the nation. 

The picture here is that the nation is being set apart to God. 

The flesh of the foreskin is removed. The flesh is a picture of the sin nature. The picture of positional 

truth is that we are set apart positionally from sin. The picture here is that the Jews are 
being set apart from the flesh, set apart for the service of God.

It is a perpetual covenant. It was tied to the Abrahamic covenant so it is still in effect. It was not to be 
rendered obsolete by the replacement of another covenant for a Jew.

Circumcision, thus, is a physical ritual that represents the descendants of Abraham as set apart to God. 

They are set apart for the service of God for a distinct plan and 
distinct purpose.

Acts 15:1 (NKJV)
1 And certain men came down from Judea and taught the brethren, “Unless you are circumcised 
according to the custom of Moses, you cannot be saved.”

Galatians 5:2–3 (NKJV)
2 Indeed I, Paul, say to you that if you become circumcised, Christ will profit you nothing. 
3 And I testify again to every man who becomes circumcised that he is a debtor to keep the whole law.

Colossians 2:11–13 (NKJV)

11 In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting off 
the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, 
12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of 
God, who raised Him from the dead. 
13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive 
together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses,

Thus in the church age the spiritual circumcision represents retroactive positional truth. What 
happened at the instant of salvation, is you are identified with the death, burial, and resurrection of 
Christ on the cross
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
