There was no power in Daniels prayer, but

commanding God to live up to His word) and for that reason the angel Gabriel came 
and strengthened him:

15 When he had spoken such words to me, I turned my face toward the ground and became speechless. 

16 And suddenly, one having the likeness of the sons of men touched my lips; then I opened my mouth and spoke, saying to him who 

stood before me, “My lord, because of the vision my sorrows have overwhelmed me, and I have retained no strength. 

17 For how can this servant of my lord talk with you, my lord? As for me, no strength remains in me now, nor is any 
breath left in me.” 

18 Then again, the one having the likeness of a man touched me and strengthened 
me. 
19 And he said, “O man greatly beloved, fear not! Peace be to you; be strong, yes, be 
strong!” So when he spoke to me I was strengthened, and said, “Let my lord speak, 
for you have strengthened me.”

20 Then he said, “Do you know or understand why I have come to you? And now I must return to fight with the prince of 
Persia; and when I have gone forth, indeed the prince of Greece will come.

And you have to know their names, again, this is a pagan idea,  and that you have to “claim 
your victory over them,” that you have to “bind these spirits.” 

So much fantastical goofiness, man is never instructed by scripture to do this. But it comes 

from super spiritual arrogant preachers teaching for doctrine the commandments of men. 

All of this is absolute nuttiness, it's just confusion and distracts multitudes of people from 
what the word of God is actually teaching!

It doesn't matter how sincere some of 
these multitude of preachers are, if they're 
teaching doctrine that Bible context does 
not support their deceivers!

Also, the angel seemed to be in a hurry to get Daniel to understand, the 
general tenor behind the context for these angels to Daniel seems to be; we 
need to go, you need to get the message, we've got a job to do 
because something's happening outside of history in the 
supernatural realm that we need to deal with.

So scripture gives us insight into what goes on behind the scenes.  

From the many passages in scripture, we get a general picture of the unseen 
angelic realm and its activity, that its activity is directly connected, and influencing 
humanity: especially in the area of the leading class, who are the influencers and 
designers of human thought systems.

The goal of demonic influence is to break down and tear apart the moral fiber of 
societies in the nations of the world.

Jerusalem, and suffer many things from the elders and chief priests and scribes, 
and be killed, and be raised the third day. 
22 Then Peter took Him aside and began to rebuke Him, saying, “Far be 
it from You, Lord; this shall not happen to You!” 

23 But He turned and said to Peter, “Get behind Me, Satan! You are an 
offense to Me, for you are not mindful of the things of God, but the things of 
men.”

By looking at Psalm 82 and understanding its context, we are given another light filter 
through which to view our world around us from the divine perspective, that the political, 
religious world, full of corruption and crime, our eyes are now open to the fact that this world is 

very much influenced by Satan and the demons.

Influenced, does not mean individually out of control, we are all individually responsible. 

What we understand through scripture is that nations become more and more open to demonic 

influences as their population arrogantly, and stubbornly, rejects the TRUTH OF 
DIVINE REVELATION,. 

When TRUTH is rejected a vacuum is created in the human soul and what fills that vacuum
