Light represents the perfection and holiness of God.

Darkness represents sin:

Throughout scripture, there is a blaring contrast between light and 
darkness.

Light : represents the absolute purity and holiness, the absolute 
perfection of God's character. He is perfect righteousness, 
and in Him there is no sin, on the other hand 

Darkness : represents sin.

Ephesians 5:8 (NKJV)

8 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light

John’s emphasis is that we are to maintain in the sphere or realm of light:

1 John 1:5–7 (NKJV)

5 This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no 

darkness at all. 

6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie 

and do not practice the TRUTH. 

7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the 

blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.

Genesis 2:15–17 (NKJV)
15 Then the Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and keep it. 
16 And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat;

This word Walk is a metaphor for understanding the spiritual LIFE:

When we are in fellowship, that is tantamount to “walking in the light,” or the sphere of 

light (that is a dative of sphere) and the means by which this is accomplished is the 
Holy Spirit. 

So we maintain in this sphere light by walking by means of God the Holy Spirit.

When Jesus Christ died on the cross, He did not pay the space/time consequences for 
our sin. 

He paid the penalty of spiritual death, which is the root issue of all sin. Jesus Christ 
paid the penalty for all sins in human history both: 

all pre-salvation sins and 
all post-salvation sins. 

There is no single sin that anyone can commit that was not paid for by Jesus Christ on 
the Cross.

When we are saved, we are cleansed of all pre-salvation sins. 

But after salvation, when we sin, whatever sin that might be, that sin is also covered. 
All post-salvation sins are cleansed we don’t have to worry about losing our salvation. 

It is a reference to the fact that if we sin, the blood of Jesus, His Son is continually 
cleansing us from all sin so that we never again have to worry about eternal penalty for 
sin.

However, we still have to concerned about penalties relating to the consequences of 
sin because there are consequences to post salvation sin.

1 John 1:6–7 (NKJV)
6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not 

practice the TRUTH. 

7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, 

and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son continually cleanses us from all 
sin.

Galatians 6:7–8 (NKJV)
7 Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he will also reap.

When the word of God has transformed our character, when it's

So that we become a light by what we do, and the words we vocalize, to 
the world around us, to our neighbors to our parents to our brothers and 
sisters.

The kindness and respect (as defined by scripture,) that a wife 
demonstrates and communicates to her husband.

The husband's primary job is to protect the home. 

The greatest danger that a husband places on his household, is to 
not live in the realm of light. His number 

one priority is to love God's word above everything else.

Therefore, he obeys God's word, and loves his wife as Christ loved the 
church, not just in the home, but outside the home, where he takes the 
lead as the head of the home, as Christ is the head of the church, and 
makes a stand to protect his wife and children from both physical, and 

verbal abuse, whether it's from strangers or family 
members.

The brighter the light the more we see, the more precise, greater clarity we have!!!

Proverbs 4:18–19 (NKJV)

18 But the path of the just is like the shining sun, That shines ever 
brighter unto the perfect day. 
19 The way of the wicked is like darkness; They do not know what makes them stumble.

Human morality cannot duplicate the fruit of the Spirit ; love, joy, peace, long—suffering.………

The fruit of the Spirit, which is the production of life, can only be achieved 
through volition to understand the divine formula, and the application of that formula

Metaphorically, It’s the rain that comes down from heaven and waters 

the earth, that causes it to bring forth and bud, producing love, joy, 

peace…. It’s the truly “HOLY” word of God; that having 

accomplished its intended purpose it will ultimately return to Him, in 
us, for inheritance at the judgment seat of Christ
