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John 9 is about light and        judgment.        :

Light represents the perfection and holiness of God.

Darkness represents sin:

In this passage, John’s intention (under inspiration of the Holy Spirit,) is to impact 
us with what light does in darkness. We are light and whenever light hits 
darkness, it's going to have a reaction:

John 9:1–41 (NKJV)

1 Now as Jesus passed by, He saw a man who was blind from birth. 
2 And His disciples asked Him, saying, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born 

blind?” 

3 Jesus answered, “Neither this man nor his parents sinned, but that the works of God should 
be revealed in him. 

4 I must work the works of Him who sent Me while it is day; the night is coming when no one can 

work. 

5 As long as I am in the world, I am the LIGHT of the world.” 

6 When He had said these things, He spat on the ground and made clay with the saliva; and He anointed the 

eyes of the blind man with the clay. 
7 And He said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which is translated, Sent). So he went and washed, 

and came back seeing. 

8 Therefore the neighbors and those who previously had seen that he was blind said, “Is not this he who 
sat and begged?” 
9 Some said, “This is he.” Others said, “He is like him.” He said, “I am he.” 

10 Therefore they said to him, “How were your eyes opened?” 

11 He answered and said, “A Man called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes and said to me, ‘Go to the 
pool of Siloam and wash.’ So I went and washed, and I received sight.” 
12 Then they said to him, “Where is He?” He said, “I do not know.” 

13 They brought him who formerly was blind to the Pharisees. 

14 Now it was a Sabbath when Jesus made the clay and opened his eyes. 

15 Then the Pharisees also asked him again how he had received his sight. He said to them, “He put 

clay on my eyes, and I washed, and I see.” 

16 Therefore some of the Pharisees said, “This Man is not from God, because He does not keep the 
Sabbath.” Others said, “How can a man who is a sinner do such signs?” And there was a division among them. 

17 They said to the blind man again, “What do you say about Him because He opened your eyes?” He 
said, “He is a prophet.” 

18 But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind and received his sight, until they 

called the parents of him who had received his sight. 
19 And they asked them, saying, “Is this your son, who you say was born blind? How then does he now 

see?” 

20 His parents answered them and said, “We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind; 

21 but by what means he now sees we do not know, or who opened his eyes we do not know. He is of age; 
ask him. He will speak for himself.” 

22 His parents said these things because they feared the Jews, for the Jews had 
agreed already that if anyone confessed that He was Christ, he would be put out of the synagogue. 
23 Therefore his parents said, “He is of age; ask him.” 

24 So they again called the man who was blind, and said to him, “Give God the glory! 

We know that this Man is a sinner.” 

31 Now we know that God does not hear sinners; 

but if anyone is a worshiper of God 
and does His will, He hears him. 

32 Since the world began it has been unheard of that anyone opened the eyes of one who was born 

blind. 
33 If this Man were not from God, He could do nothing.” 
34 They answered and said to him, “You were completely born in sins, and are you teaching us?” And they 
cast him out. 

35 Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when He had found him, He said to him, “Do you believe 
in the Son of God?” 

36 He answered and said, “Who is He, Lord, that I may believe in Him?” 

37 And Jesus said to him, “You have both seen Him and it is He who is talking with you.” 

38 Then he said, “Lord, I believe!” And he worshiped Him. 

39 And Jesus said, “For JUDGMENT I have come into this world, that those who do not 

see may see, and that those who see may be made blind.” 

40 Then some of the Pharisees who were with Him heard these words, and said to Him, “Are we 

blind also?” 

41 Jesus said to them, “If you were blind, you would have no sin; 

but now you say, ‘We see.’ Therefore your sin remains.

Throughout scripture, there is a blaring contrast between light and 
darkness.

Light : represents the absolute purity and holiness, the absolute 
perfection of God's character. He is perfect righteousness, 
and in Him there is no sin, on the other hand 

Darkness : represents sin.

Ephesians 5:8 (NKJV)

8 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light

1 John 1:5–6 (NKJV)

5 This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no 

darkness at all. 
6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the 

TRUTH.

1 John 1:6–7 (NKJV)

6 If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie 

and do not practice the TRUTH. 

7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the 
blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.

The goal for every believer, that God is mandating us to achieve, is 

to remain remain in the realm of LIFE

We've been given the gift of eternal life, however, to experience the

Walking in the light is practicing truth

Antagonism exists in darkness against the light. 

Darkness hates the light, it’s antagonistic to light. 
Unbelievers are antagonistic to Jesus Christ and to 
believers, they are hostile to God and cannot tolerate the 
presence of light in their vicinity, so they do everything they 
can to exclude everything that is remotely close to light. 

This is what John is illustrating for us in chapter 9 :

Jesus is the Light and we see the Pharisees who 
love the darkness constructing their bulwark to protect 

themselves from the penetration of the Light.

We know that that this man is a sinner.”

25 He answered and said, “Whether He is a sinner or not I do not know. 

One thing I know: that though I was blind, now I see.” 
26 Then they said to him again, “What did He do to you? How did He 

open your eyes?” 

Why 
do you want to hear it again? Do you also want to become His 
disciples?” 
28 Then they reviled him and said, “You are His disciple, but we are 
Moses’ disciples.

The Jewish culture is built on the 
premise that the nation Israel 
are the people of God;

The Pharisees are saying that this 
man is practicing sin, that he violates 
the law by not keeping the Sabbath 

The blind man on the other hand 
says it is irrational to call him a 
sinner because the evidence clearly 
does not support it.

The pattern in scripture for the child of God is that he must first 
acknowledge and confessing sin before God will hear his prayer

This Walk is a metaphor for 
understanding the spiritual life: 

that it’s related to God, 
that it’s related to fellowship with God.

Positional reality
This is an unchanging, 
eternal reality

Experiential reality.
The experience of the 
believer in the-here-and 
-now, in space-time 
history

When we are in fellowship, that is tantamount 

to walking in the light, or the sphere of light 
(that is a dative of sphere) and the means 
by which this is accomplished is the Holy 
Spirit. 

So we maintain in this sphere light by 

walking by means of God the Holy Spirit.

Ephesians 5:18 (NKJV)

18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit,

This is the only place in the Scriptures that emphasizes

However, God only needs to mandate something once to make it necessary for us to 
obey. 

Some people say if it is only in one place, it must not be that important. 

The concept is expressed elsewhere, but the emphasis is not the filling by means of 
the Spirit as much as it is walking by means of the Spirit. 

Filling of the Spirit is a means; 
Walking by means of the Spirit is the continuous process. 

That is why there is more of an emphasis on walking by means of the Spirit, in the 

Scriptures than more mandates on the filling, but that does not negate 
the importance of filling. 

God gave the mandate, it's important.

Ephesians 5:18 (NKJV)

With the negative, it is an imperative of 
prohibition. Because it is in the present 
tense, it is a complete prohibition (do 

not get drunk) for the entire 
life of the believer. 

Verb, present,

The present imperative indicates a general standard or rule for the believer’s life. 

It comes from the verb PLEROO, and that emphasizes to fill something up. Now 
the question needs to be asked, what are you filled up with?

We are told to be filled up with the Spirit. In English it appears that the 
content of the filling is the Spirit. 

Bad translation. In the Greek, a genitive is used to indicate content and dative to 
indicate means. Just as it said, “do not get drunk with wine.” It’s not talking about 
the content; it’s talking about the means, the method used to get drunk. Here it is 
talking about “by means of the Holy Spirit” an instrumental dative.

Both verbs are present, passive, imperatives, indicating that the believer 
is acted upon by that which is in the dative. 

The passive voice indicates that the believer is the recipient 
of the action. So he is acted upon by that which is in the dative. 

In part A, he is acted upon by wine, and is made drunk. 

In part B, he is acted upon by the Holy Spirit and is filled up with 
something. 

The imperative mood emphasizes that this is a command or mandate. 

The imperative is always addressed to the volition of the individual. 

That means that our volition is engaged, and it is up to us as to whether or 
not we will implement the mandate—

whether or not we will be filled means of the Spirit or 
whether we will avoid being drunk. It is up to us.

through them
