The Church Age

Luke 1:1-4 (NKJV): 1 Inasmuch as many have taken in hand
to set in order a narrative of those things which have been
fulfilled among us, 2 just as those who from the beginning
were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word delivered them to
us, 3 it seemed good to me also, having had perfect
understanding of all things from the very first, to write to
you an orderly account, most excellent Theophilus, 4 that you
may know the certainty of those things in which you were
instructed.

Isaiah 9:1-2 (NKJV): 9 Nevertheless the gloom will not be

upon her who is distressed, As when at first He lightly
esteemed The land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, And
afterward more heavily oppressed her, By the way of the sea,
beyond the Jordan, In Galilee of the Gentiles. 2 The people
who walked in darkness Have seen a great light; Those who
dwelt in the land of the shadow of death, Upon them a light
has shined. Although majority of the Jews rejected Jesus as
their Messiah the remnant (those who did receive Him had
their eyes opened to that light) and verses 3-5 speak of the
next dispensation -Jesus Christ’s reign, the millennium.

Isaiah 9:6 (NKJV): 6 For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a
Son is given; And the government will be upon His shoulder.
And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God,
Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.
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The application of this verse(6) begins working on behalf of
believers during the church age. -

John 16:13-15 (NKJV): 13 However, when He, the Spirit of
truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He
will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He
will speak; and He will tell you things to come. 14 He will
glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it
to you. 15 All things that the Father has are Mine. Therefore
I said that He will take of Mine and declare it to you.

The Church Age began with the Day of Pentecost when the
Holy Spirit was poured out.

Acts 1:4-5 (NKJV): 4 And being assembled together with them,
He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait
for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have
heard from Me; 5 for John truly baptized with water, but you
shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from

Matthew 28:5-11 (NKJV): 5 But the angel answered and said to
the women, “Do not be afraid, for I know that you seek Jesus
who was crucified. 6 He is not here; for He is risen, as He
said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. 7 And go
quickly and tell His disciples that He is risen from the
dead, and indeed He is going before you into Galilee; there
you will see Him. Behold, I have told you.” 8 So they went
out quickly from the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran to
bring His disciples word. 9 And as they went to tell His
disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, “Rejoice!” So they
came and held Him by the feet and worshiped Him. 1@ Then
Jesus said to them, “Do not be afraid. Go and tell My
brethren to go to Galilee, and there they will see Me.”
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11 Now while they were going, behold, some of the guard came
into the city and reported to the chief priests all the
things that had happened.

Matthew 28:16-18 (NKJV): 16 Then the eleven disciples went
away into Galilee, to the mountain which Jesus had appointed
for them. 17 When they saw Him, they worshiped Him; but some
doubted. 18 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All
authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.

The Holy Spirit the third person of the trinity is prominent
on the earth.

Hebrews 1:1-4 (NKJV): 1 God, who at various times and 1in
various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the
prophets, 2 has in these last days spoken to us by His Son,
whom He has appointed heir of all things, through whom also
He made the worlds; 3 who being the brightness of His glory
and the express image of His person, and upholding all things
by the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our
sins, sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,

4 having become so much better than the angels, as He has by
inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
